There has been a marked de-

would be possible to carry them
through the year. The girls' and
adult memberships for the year
have been about on a par with
previous years.

Many organizations have made
use of the building during the year
for meetings, such as the temper-

writers, etc.

During the Red Cross campaign
all gymnasium classes and groups
were discontinued for three days,
and the gymnasium turned over to
the Red Cross campaign committee
for suppers, which were in charge
of the Charlottetown detachment
of the Red Cross corps. *

During the summer of 1942 the
bowling alleys were repaired and
renovated, and many favourable
comments were received from the
several bowling leagues using the
alleys during the winter months.

Free membership privileges are
still extended to the members of
the armed forces. Any who wished
received free showers, with towel
and soap provided. They were also
given special rates on all table
games and bowling. Twice each
week the navy have made use of
the gymnasium for physical training
and basketball, and frequently for
boxing wcrkouts. Many from all
services avail themselves of the use
of the reading and writing room
which is maintained by the Y's
Men’s Club, with free stationery
plrovlded by the National War Ser-
vices.

The Saturday night hostess house
parties are greatly enjoyed. During
the months from ecember to
March the gymnasium was closed
for this purpose by order of the
City Council because of fires in Bos-
ton and St. John's, Nfld, with a
great loss of life. During this time
we carried on under difficulties,
dancing in the social room, which
of course would not accommodate
very many. After the building of
the new fire escape, as mentioned
In the president’s report, large
crowds again enjoyed the Saturday
night parties, when free lunches
are prepared and served by a com-
mittee of willing women who give
their time every Saturday evening.
Each Saturday evening the table
games and bowling alleys are kept
free for the use of the men
uniform.

At Christmas the Y’s Men's Club
entertained eighty underprivileged
children, under the leadership of
Rev. A, LeDrew Gardner, The ladies
auxilia; prl?ared and served the
dinner to which all did justice, and
each child was given fruit, candy
and a new five-cent plece by Santa.

Other Activities

In February we held our annual
father and son banquet, sponsored
by the ¥’s Men's Club, with over
two l:u;uﬁed h.\‘ nttendmcz—the
largest father and son uet ever
held in the bullding.
