WASHINGTON, Feb. 10—(CP)

—In a qrowded hotel room Gov-
ernor John Willlam Bricker of
Ohio who wants to be Republican
President of the United States,
today  bluntly warned forei
newspapers that the presidential
election was “none of their busi-
ness.”

The 50-year-old farm boy Gov-
ernor, a brisk, genial giant, met
about 75 of Washington's  top-
ranking cogrespondents, and was
given a rather rough ride at times.
But apparently he enjoyed it.

His crack at foreign newspapers
was in response to a question by
a representative of the Anti-Brit-
ish Patterson-McCormick Press.

He was asked if he believed it
proper for foreign newspapers to
comment on their choice for a Un-
ited States President, presumably
referring to recent editorials fav-
orable to Roosevelt appearing in
British and Russian publications.
