KENTVILLE, ‘Sept. 6.—In the
{most dramatic and tragic occur-
rence that has ever happened on a
race track. in. Eastern Canada,
Harry C. Lydiard, of Centreville,
Kings County, 78 years of age, and
Canada’s yetéran' race driver, died
in his sulky, while driving “Briar
Mac,” in thefirst: heat of the 2.30
trot.and’pace-on the Aylesford race
track, this afternoon, Death was
pronounced, by Dr. Bezanson, of
Aylesford; who was present, as due

horse seemed to sense that some-
thing was wrong, hesitated for the
merest fraction of a second, then
kept on in a beautiful slride on the
pole,

John \I(:Gregnr, driven by an-
other veteran driver, Frank Fester,
of Kingston, was ahead, and he was
teaming his horse for all that was
in him, Briar Mac hit a faster pace,
and seeming to be guided by an un-
seen hand, overtook John Mec-
Gregor, came around on the cutside
of him, passed and went after Aub-
rey the Great, and was rapidly
gaining when the latter went under
the wire. The driverless horse con-
tinued around the track at slightly
lessened speed, but never broke
once.

The time for the heat was 2.19%4,)
the fastest mile of the day. People
who were present at the track said
they had never seen anything more
marvellous than the manner in
which the horse continued the race,
without a driver to guide him.

Harry Lydiard died in the man-
ner in which, perhaps, more than
any other, he would have chosen to
meet his end. For sixty years he
had been in the sulky. His name is
known threughout the length and
breadth not only of Canada, but of
the United States. He had raced
horses on the Grand Circuit, on
every race ‘track in Eastern Can-
ada, and on many in Upper Canada.
He was known  exceptionally well
thrpughout New England,. while in
his native Province of Nova Scotia
his name is a household word:

At the time of his death, Mr.
Lydiard was President of the East-
ern King’s Driving Club., He was
always the biggest attraction on
tracks In this section of the Valley.
All.race followers knew him as
“Harry.” His wonderful personal-
ity always captured the admiraticn
of .the' crowd, and his-ability as a
driver was known far and:wide. His
was unparalleled;/
and 'winning or losing, he was al-
ways -the same ‘“‘Harry."
