Innis were standing at the corner of

Queen and Water Streets when a
movement of some person down the
street a little further attracted their
attention and they went down and dis-
covered the prisoner in the ware-
house. On discovering this one of the
Policemen stood guard over the wind-

dow while the other went to the tele-

phone office and telephoned the Pol-
ice Station to have search light

light, and with it they saw the priso-
ner lying inside the warehouse. One
of the officers went inside and took
him out and deliveréd him to the
Officer McInnis. He was then taken
up to the station. The details, said
the Attorney General, would be given
by the witness, Police Constable Mc-
Innis was the first witness called. He
said he had been on the Police Force
for ‘3 years. He remembered the
night of December 16 last. Towards
midnight he and P. C. Harper were
between Queen and Water Streets.
