Accldent At -
Montague Dock

An unfortunate accident took
place recently when the Ulna,
transportation boat to Sydney, N.
S., was leaving the dock at Mon-
tague, and refuse churned up from
the river bottom fouled her pro-
peller. Unable to move ahead or
backwards under her own power,
the boat was finally hauled to the
wharf where work was begun on
clearing the propeller, so that the
boat might resume its schedule the
next day. The accident occurred at
low tide when the water level is
quite low owing to the heavy silt
fill-in which has taken place dur-
ing the past number of years in
which the river has not been dredg-
ed. This unfortunate circumstance
has prevented many heavy draught
ships from coming into the port,
and has hindered trade to - some
degree. Now that commerce with
Newfoundland is on the increase,
it is expedient that the river be
dredged soon, so that their vessels
may be able to call at this port in
large numbers as they have done
in the past.
