Germany is approaching. It may be three, six
or twelve months off, and the Allied leaders are
justified in warning the public that terrible
fiehting and heavy sacrifices lie ahead, but these
warnings do not negative the conclusion that the
ministry at Ottawa foresees the end and is talk-
ing in sail here and putting on more sail at other
points to meet the change in circumstances that
will arise with the end of the German war.
