Makes Bid For
Freedom After
Sentencing

_—Sentenced today to be hanged
Dt?c. 11, John Stewart Simpkins,
24, fell to the floor, then made a
dash for freedom and had to be
dragged, handcuffed, from the
ccurtroom,

The young man, convicted last
Friday of murdering his three-
weeks-old daughter; who was
drowned in Saint John harbor
nearly a month ago, appeared to-
day for sentencing by Mr. Justice
C. D. Richards.

Asked if he had anything to say
before pronouncement of sentence,
Simpkins said he realized he had
had a falr trial and asked the trial
judge “to be as leniént as possible
with the sentence so that I can
become a new man and make a
new start in life.”

Then the death sentence was
imposed while Simpkins stood in
the prisoner's box. Apparently
losing consciousness, he fell to the
floor. When revived, he still lay
prostrate and  pale, exclaiming,
‘“no, no. Leave me alone!” Then he
broke into heavy sobs.

A few minutes later he sudden-
ly rose from a chair where he “ad
been placed and dashed for the
rear door of the courtroom. Police
immediately seized and handcuff-
ed him. .

Simpkins collapsed on several
previous occasions during prelim-
tnary hearing and trial.
