Soviet Industry
Increases lIts
Production

MOSCOW, July l-—Soviet Un-
jon heavy increased its
production 253 per cent during
the first quarter of 1935 over the
same period of last year, it was
announced here today. Production
amounted to 11,267.000,000 rubles,
(the ruble has a theoretical value
of about 90 cents, but the ruble
used within the Soviet Union has
little exchange value,)

The largest increase was in
machinery production, which rose
more than 731 per cent. Trucks
to the number of 33,660 were turn-
ed out, as well as 58,760 tractors,
the increases being 304 per cent
and 183 per cent respectively,
