OTTAWA, May 22—With pul))lic
galleries packed, and amid scenes of
excitement, the House concluded the
debate on titles a few minutes before
midnight, The end came at an an.
nouncement by the Prime Minister,
which no doubt had its effect on the
division. There had heen a question
whether an adverse vote on a sul)-
amendment submitted by the Prime
Minister would be regarded as a vote
of no-confidence.

The amendment of the Prime Minis-
ter was to abolish hereditary titles,
but to retain titles granted at the qdis.
cretion of the government,

On this point Sir Robert made his
position clear: “If,” he declared, “ihe
House does not propose to accept the
choice which I have asked them
frankly and with much respect to
make, I should consider that I had
been relieved from my duty of carry-
ing on longer the government of this
country, and I should ask His Excel-
lency, the Governor General to seek
other advisors. It seems to me that a
somewhat peculiar course has been
pursued by some honorable gentlemen
on this side of the House, enquirine
of the Leader of the Opposition as to
whether or not his motion was to be
treated as a motion of want of confi-
dence. In my understanding of the
course which is pursued on such oc-
casions I have always understood that
the leader of the government should
be asked with regard to that and 1
cannot quite understand the reason
why there should have been resort to
my homnorable friend on the other side
of the House (Sir Wilfrid Laurier)
to learn how I should regard a mo-
tion of this kind. Howaver, the
course has been taken and it is en-
tirely in the judgment of the House to
determine what course they intend to
pursue in the matter, so far as I am
concerned my choice is  absolutely
clear and open,

The Premier’s sub-amendment was
carried on this division,—for 104, ag-
ainst, 71,
