A JOURNEY
IN THIBET

(By Dominion News Service)

LONDON, July 31.—Members of
the Royal . Geographical Society
recently listened to an interesting
account of the journey of the late
Bridadier-General George Fereira
from Pekin to Lhasa, a distance of
6,360 miles, of which over 3,500
was accomplished on - foot. For
over twenty years he had travell-
ed in China, making many official

ties, hardships, and dangers. The
climatic conditions were often ‘a
collection of samples, a day’s re-
cord consisting of summer sun-
shine, thunder, hail, and snow-
storms. In the month of April
General Pereira had reached Hwa
Shan, in Shensi Province. It was
one of the five sacred mountains
of China and the hardest to climb—
a mountain of pinnacles and pre-
cipices, the five main  pinnacles,
some of which looked inaccessible,
bemg crowned with temples, They
were approached by steps cut in
the rock, with chains to assist the
pugrims up and down the steep

Villagers were most  friendly,
and extremely interested at see-
){!ng a Buropean. As a caravan arriv-
ed they would troop out of the
villages, bowing and putting out
their tongues—an act the signific-
ance of which is the reverse of that
in Western countries. In the
Chamdo Province most of the
troops wore khlaki packets, and the
words of command were'in  Eng-
lish, the drill instructor having
been trained at Darjeeling. More
startling still,  General Pereira
heard the bagpipes, and at his re-
quest one day the pipers played
“Highland Laddie” very credit-
ably.
A specimen of Tibetan justice at
Denchin, a small village of twenty-
three families, was thus described.
“Hearing the bugles sound the
officers’ call, General Pereira look-
ed out of his window and saw a
party of soldiers escorting an un-
fortunate lama t othe outskirts of
the village to undergo a sentence
of having his right forefinger cut
off. Later the soldiers returned
headed by pipers, playing ‘The
Campbells are Coming,” and behind

them was the unhappy lama carri-
ed on a man's back. They sent
round to General Pereira for medic-
ine, and he provided boracic oint-
ment and lint.”

General Pereira had an extrem-
ely interesting audience with the
Dalai Lama. He met at Lhasa all
the big Tibetan officials and four
Rugby boys—Tibetans who had
been educated in England, one of
them -a lama. In conclusion, the
lecturer remarked that General
Perira was over 68 years old when
he started on the journey. He was
lamed in a hunting accident soon
after joining the Grenadier Guards,
the lasting efforts of which would
have deterred most people from un-
der taking arduous journeys on
foot, and he suffered from the
effects of frosthite. A will of iron
and an unshakable determination
to overcome all difficulties were
the cause of his success.
