The work ‘of excavating the base-
ment of, and building the foundation
for the new headquarters of the P.
E. Island Telephone System on the
corner of Queen and Fitzroy Streets,
has been started by H, J. Phillips &
Son, who have tendered for the con-
struction. :

The2 building Is to be a two-storied
structure, 64 feet long by 41 feet wide,
bullt of fireproof ‘brick with stone
trimmings and thoroughly modern
fireproof floors throughout. The
building will probably be completed
by October 1, and it {8 expected that.
the new switch board will be install-
ed and the change of offices made
before the end of the year. The pub-
le entrance will be on Queen Street
and the employees' entrance on Fitz-
roy Strest,

The front section of the lower floor
will contain ‘the large commercial of-
fice, the rear half will contain the
power apparatus, the charging ma-
chine and the termingl room. This
room will house the charging ma-
chine, the ringing machine, special
testing equipment, main distzibuting
frame, and relay racks, In the rear
also will be the public space, the
