TORONTO, Jan. 3 — The re-
tirement of Miss Jean Elizabeth
Browne, (above), for 28 years na-
tional director of the Canadian
Junior Red Cross, was announced
today.

Since 1922, Miss Browne has
plaved a notable part in the estab-
lishment and guidance of the
Junior Red Cross movement which
now unites 41,578.956 school child-
ren In 58 couniries of the world
in work for health, service and
international friendliness.

In Canada, the organization has
progressed under Miss Browne's
leadership from early pioneer
stages to comprise a present mem-
bership of nearly 900,000, operat-
ing as an intcgral part of the
school system, and is regarded as
an outstanding model by world
Red Cross officials,

Miss Browne was born In Park-
hill, Ontario.  Shortly after her
graduation from the Toronto Gen-
eral Hospital School for Nurses,
she accepted an invitation to or-
ganize and take charge of a new
School Hygiene branch of the De-
partment of Education in Saskat-
chewan, and continued as director
of the branch until joining the
Red Cross staft. :

She is one of twelve Canadians
who hold the Florence Nightingals
Medal. one of the highest nursing
awards in the. world, presented
fo her by the International Rad
Cross In Geneva in 1939, in re-
cognition of her work on. behalf
of the Societv

King Farouk
Loses Heart To
Young Beauty

LONDON, Jan. 2 — (AP) —
Egyptians elect a new Chamber of
Deputies tomorrow, and the re-
ported romance of King Farouk
with a brown-haired beauty of 16
may be one of the major impon-
derables in the voting.

The story, as dazzling as any
that ever came from the pages of
the Arabian Nights, is that the
ponderous monarch first saw Nar-
riman Sadek while she was shop-
ping for an engagement ring with
her voung fiance, Zaki Hachian,
27-year-old United Nations diplo-
mat. The King immediately lost
his heart, the stories say, and
promised her the throne that once
was Cleopatra’s despite the girl’s

declaration that she still loved
Hachian.
The implication that the

King had come between two
young lovers among his sub-
jects was denied by the Egypt-
jan Embassy in  Washington,
but the story has not been den-

fed that he wants to marry
the girl and has fixed the wed-
¢éing date, despite family oppos-
ition, for Feb. 11, his 30th
birthday.

Outsiders here say the affair

may well strengthen the hands of
those groups In the kingdom of
the Nile who oppose the King's
policies and the King's men. These
groups include the powerful Waf-
dist Party and the Moslem Broth-
erhoods, a small but dangerous
group of nationalist and religious

extremists. A member of the
Brotherhood assassinated the
King's prime minister, Nokrashy

Pasha, last year..
Might Touch Off Revolt

Lord Beaverbrook's Ssunday Ex-
press said of the election:

“Farouk cannot afford to court
further unpopularity. A surge of
popular feeling against the King
could swing the elections and touch
off the revolution that has been
bolling for over a year.”

The King invoked the will of
Allah a year ago in divorcing his
lovely queen, Farida, who had
given him no male heirs. Once the
popalar idel of Egypt, he is report-
ed to have fallen sharply in pop-
ularity since the day in 1225 when
he ascended the throne, a sports-
loving, athletic younz man.

One of the world’s richest kings

! — he is reported to have a per-

sonal fortune exceeding $35,000.600
— he has had many royal head-
aches since he marched his troops
into Palestine in 1948 in a vain
effort to crush the Jewish state.

Failure cof his army, which was
billed as the biggest and most
powerful in the Arab Middle
East, to defeat what then seemed
little more than a handful of en-
emies, has become a burning elec-
tion issue.

HBELSINKI, Jan. 2 —(AP) —
The Foreign Ministry declared to-
night that Finland has “a serious
intention to do everything” to
fulifill its obligations under the
peace treaty with Russia.

The anmouncement was made in
connection with a Russian note
accusing  Finland of  harborimg
more than 300 Russian citizens
listed as war criminals, It was sup-
plemented by a list of 56 per-
sons wanted by Russia for high
treason and collaboration with the
enemy. Russia is demanding their

extradition under terms of the
1047 peace treaty.
The Russian note s regarded

by political circles here as a de-
liberate attaock designed to coincide
with preparations for the Finnish
presidential election. Electors will
be chosen Jan. 16 and 17 to name
a new national leader TFeb. 15.
The note is seen as an indication
that Russla s dissatisfied with the
trend of the present government
and wants to help the small Com-
munist Party here.

Paasikivi, who took office March

11, 1946, expires in March, He suc-

ceeded Field Marshal Baron Carl
Gustaf Mannerheim, who resigned
because of ill health. The 78-year-
old Paasizivi came to power as a
proponent of “good neighbor” re-
latioms with Russia after success-
fully negotiating an end to fight-
ing both in 1940 and 1944.

(The Moscow radio, heard in
London by the 8oviet monitor,
backed up the Russian note, relay-
ing & Tass report from Helsinki
that Finlamd's economy is near
collapse.)

Paasikivi, an independent, is
supported by Fhland's Conservat-
ive, Liberal, Swedish, and Social-
Democratic Parties.

His opponents are U.I. Kekkonen,
parliamentary speaker and head
of the Agrarian Party, amd Com-
munist Mauno Pekkala, candidate

of the left-wing People’s Demo-
cratic Front.
To substantiate the view that

the Russian note is tuned to the
Finnish elections, observers noted
that the Soviet Government this
time spoke through its Mimistry of
Foreign Affairs, rather than first
making the charges through the
press, as on previous oceasions.
The Soviet note arrived in
Helsinki New Year's night.

1,500 Persons Call On
Gov.-General At Levee

OTTAWA, Jan. 2—(CP)-- The
man in the street, cabinet minis-
ters and Supreme Court justices

today wished the Covernor-Gen-
eral the compliments of the sea-
son.

They rubbed elbows at the Gov-
ernor-General's annual levee, a
New Year's custom dating back
to French colonial days.

Some 1,500 men queued to greet
Viscount Alexander in the Hall of
Fame—the main, centre hall—of
the Parliament Buildings.

For the first time in 50 years,
Rt. Hon, W. L. Mackenzie King,
former Prime Minister, did not
attend the levee., He was confin-
ed to his home with a slight in-
disposition suffered at Christmas.
He had been asked by Prime Min-
ister St. Laurent, spending the
holiday at his home in Quebec, to
represent him at the levee,

Trade Minister Howe represent-
ed the Prime Minister instead.
Mr. Howe was accompanied by Ex-
ternal Affairs Minister Pearson,
scheduled to fly to Ceylon a few

hours later for a Commonwealth

conference,
Garson.

The tradition of the levee dates
back to colonial days when the
governor of New France welcomed
all the men of the colony to his
home at the beginning of each
year, With few changes, the cus-
tom has been retained.

Senator Wishart McLean Rob-
ertson, Government ieader in the
Senate, represented the Upper
Chamber and the Supreme Court
was represented by Chief Justice
Thibaudeau Rinfret and Justices
Ivan C. Rand and R. L, Kellock.

As each person came up for
presentation to Viscount Alexan-
der, he handed two calling cards|
to an aide. .One card was kept to
be listed later on a permanent re-
cord of those attending.

Former Hollywood
Star Dies_lil Austria

VIENNA, Austria, Jan. 2—
(AP)—Emil Jannings, 62, one
of Hollywood's brightest stars
two decades ago, died of can-
cer at his home in Zinkenbach
tonight, He had been ill for
several wecks.

Jannings, who was the first
actor to win Hollywood’'s Acad-
emy Award, died peacefully in
his sleep, his wife said. He had
been given sedatives to ease
his pain,

Shortly after his death, his
doctor announced for the first
time that Jannings had suffer-
ed cancer of the liver,

The family said funeral ser-
vices will be held Friday at
St. Wolfgang on Lake Wolf-
gang, in the American zone,
near Jannings’ home,

The famed actor's body will
be carried aboard a barge
across the lake from his home
to St. Wolfgang.

His wife and daughter, who
kept vigil by the bedside, said
that during the last week let-
ters and telegrams had pour-
ed in from all over the world
for Jannings, who won the
“Oscar” in 1928 for his per-
formance in the “Way Of All
Flesh.”

Street, Joe Cousineau, the taxi-
stand owner, was critically injur-
ed, his face burned beyond recog-
nition, It is believed a can of
wood alcohol sitting near a stove
exploded,

The Christmas tree caught fire
at the Saunders home while Mr.
Saunders was removing bulbs from
the string of decorative lights. It
was believed to have started from
a short circuit,

The unusual! acjion of a united
move by the rival Trades and La-
hor Congress of Canada and Cana-
dian Congress of Labor plaoed
emphagis on their demand for
government, steps to provide jobs.
It is two vears since thev have
issued such a joint letter.

Declaring thev have reason to
believe more than 300.000 nersons
now are unemploved in Canada.
nresidepts Percy Benzough of the
TJ.C. and A. R Mosher of the
C.C.L. also accused the Govern-
ment of withholding some unem-
plovment figures from the publie.

(Latest reports from the Labor
Department were that 208.000 johe
seekers were rvegistered with the
National Emplovment Service in
early December )

The heads of the 460.000-mem-
ber 'T.L.C. and 350.000-member
C.CL. called on the cabinet to
put into effect its accumulated
public works nrojects for unem-
nloyment relief and to take other
measures if these do not meet the
situation.

They declared, too. in apparent
reference to recent demonstrations
in some cities that “certain Com-
munist groups, following their

usual destructive tactics. are en-
deavouring to exploit e situa-
tion.”

“The unemployment situation in
Canada.” they wrote, “has become
so serious as to cause grave ap-
prehension throughout the nation
On behalf of our respective organ-
izations, representing’’ nearly 1.-
000.000 workers, we wish to urge

in the strongest possible manner
that the Government not only
make the full facts known, but
take appropriate steps to meet

what has become a national em-
ergencv.”

For the last three months, they
said, the regular monthly report
on claims for unemployment in-
surance benefits had been “with-
held” and they were “at a loss to
understand whv the Government
is apparently endeavouring to
keep this imvortant information
from the public.”

Relations Will
Be Strained

LONDON, Jan., 2—(AP)—Three
of Britain’s leading papers strong-
ly criticized Washington'’s China
policy today and said they feared
it would strain the Anglo-Ameri-
can partnership.

Their declarations were made at
the start of the week in which
many observers expect Britain for-
mally to announce recognition of
Communist China. The comment
was in connection with reports
from Washington that, far from
recognizing the Peiping regime of
Communist Mao Tze-Tung, the Un-
ited States may give some fur-
ther moral or other aid to Gener-
alissimo Chiang Kai-Shek in de-
fending the Island of Formosa,

Reports from responsible in-
formants in Washington said
President Truman had taken a
stand against using American
troops to defend the strategic
island 100 miles off the Chin-
ese coast, but that this decis-
jon did not preclude economic
and political aid, Some Con-
gressmen were reported pro-
posing that the United States
take over Formosan air bases
in return for limited American
military aid.

The United States already has
ordered an aircraft carrier and
other warcraft to reinforce its
fleet in Asiatic waters, and the
American joint chiefs of staff are
to visit the Far East—avoiding
Formosa—in February.

The Times, the Daily Telegraph
and the Manchester Guardian all
warned editorially of possible ad-
verse effects should the United
States aid in defending Formosa
while Britain backed the Peiping
Reds,

“Having washed her hands of
Chiang, she (the United States)
is now unwashing them,” said the
Manchester Guardian, “It is the
old trouble of tryilng to un-
scramble an omelette.”

“Britain and the United States
would find themselves recognizing
opposite sides in a squalid and
useless struggle in the China
Sea,” said the Times.

The Conservative Daily Tele-
graph described American policy
toward China as ‘“vacillating and
imprecise”, ~-and one which might
strain future British-American re-
lations.

“The brightest hope in Moscow
for a new year would be a break
in the solidarity which has govern-
ed Anglo-American relations in re-
cent years,” the Telegraph edi-
torial continued.

The Manchester Guardian, most
critical of the three newspapers,
said “this new decision over China
is a result of domestic politics.
These can be understood and there
is no use complaining, But none
the less the action in Formosa is
deplorable.”

“It is rare for a Government to
repeat its mistakes so exactly and
quickly as Mr. Truman's adminis-
tration has now done.”

The Guardian said the Ameri-
cans' basic error in China was “to
back the Kuomintang, but only
half-heartedly, so that its support
was not enough to prevent the
Kuomintang's defeat.”

U.S. To Defend Formosa

WASHINGTON, Jan 2 —(AP)—|
Former President Herbert Hoover|
today oalled for the United States |
to defend Formcsa and  raise "a‘
wall against Communim in the
Pacific.”

The Chinese Nationalist forces
of Chiang Kai-Shek, beaten on the
Chinese mainland by the Com-
munists, are seeking to  hold
Fommosa, big island off the south
central coast of China, north of
the Philippines. President Tru-
man is reported to have decided
against use of United States arm-
ed force to help protect Formosa.
The country's only living ex-
president said he believes strong-
ly the United States ghould:

1. Use American naval power

if necessary to safeguard For-

the Pescadores and pos-

mosa,
sibly Hainan Islands. The
Pescadores are small islands

between Formosa and the Chin-
ese mainland. Hainan is a

large island off the South
China coast east of French
Indo-China.

2. Refuse recognition to the

Chinese Communist regime.

3. Continue recognition and
support of Chiang Kai-#ek's
Nationalist Goverrment.

Hoover disclosed his views in a
letter released by Senator ~Wil-
liam Knowland (Rep. Calif.), a!
bitter critic of administration
policy in China and the Far
East.

In response to a request from
Knowland for his  views on the
China situation, Hoover wrote:

“There is merit in the content-
jon that the continuous pressures
upon the anti-Communist Nation-
alist Government of China, begin-
ning in 1948, to take the Com-
munists into  that Government
contributed to the breakdown of
prestige and strength of Chiang
Kai-Shek, and the encouragement
of Mao Tse-Tung,” the Chinese
Communist leader.

He “lisfed seven reasons why the
U. S. Government ' should follow
his recommendations:

1. To build a wall against
Communism in the Pacific.

2. For the defence of Japan
and the Philippines.

3. To prevent Chinese legat-
jons and consulates in the
United States and other count-
ries “becoming nests of Com-
munist conspiracies.”

4. To prevent a Red China
becoming a penmanent mem-~
ber of the United Nations Sec-,
urity Council “with its dan-
gerous implications to that
body.”

5. To avold the dangers of
Chinese Communists helping
write a peace treaty for Japan.

6. To lay the basis for sav-
ing Southeastern  Asia by
maintaining “at least a symbol
of resistance” to Communism.
