NEW YORK, April 6—(CP)—Manhattan's surprising Rangers, more

potent than ever in their previous playoff games, jolted Detroit Red-

Wings back on their collective heels tonight with a smashing 5-1 tri-
umph in the first game of the best-of-five Stanley Cup final,

A capacity crowd of more than 16,000 delirious fans cheered the
Rangers on as they opened with a three-goal splurge in the first per-
