WAR HORSE PROBLEM
IS A SERIOUS ONE

LONDON, April 3.—A very serious
problem is: arising in the army with
regard to the supply of horses for
war, The falling off in breeding in
this country has many years affect-
ed the military service, but this dis-
advantage has been Intensified by the
increase of motor traction which gives
the war, office a reduced number of
horses to draw upon. Firms and om-
nibug companies who formerly regis-
tered thousands for war service at a
fee can only ofter hundreds now.
Steps have been taken to ascertain
the numbers avallable in this country,
and from all sources it is now quite
apparent that if the first and second
line armies were mobillzed England
would be faced with one of the most
pressing of military difficulties Inthe
supply of horses to keep them in the
fleld. A rough census of the animals
available In England made with the

assistance of the board of agriculture,|.

masters of hounds, county authorities
and the remount staff, shows that we
have abouts 1,260,000 available horses
of all kinds. Of these fewer than
200,000 are up to the cavalry standard.
To place the expeditionary force of
gix regular divisions and one cavalry
division In the field as a commence-
ment, 70,000 horses would be neces-
sary, and, in addition, 123,000 would
be needed for the Territorial force.

The problem {s much
more serious than that of men, as an
army is immobile and passive with-
out remounts, As replacement dur-
ing the first year of a war 400,000
other horses would be necessary. In
these numbers the question of a
suppy from abroad arises. No ade-
quate arrangements have been an-
nounced for such a supply, and the
foreign market In the next war, it is
stated, will' be closed against Eng-
land. At the present moment prices
are 20 per cent higher than they were
at the time of the Boer war. There
will be a horse ring against the next
nation which requires to drain the
supply, That country can only be
England, as the continental nations
have enriched themselves from Eng-
lish stock. It ls reported that there
are some thousands fewer brood mares
now in the country, and that the birth
of foals has dropped by 10,000 a year.
All this, added to motor tractions Is
thinntug the ranks of serviceabla
horses by many thousands, and the
war oftice are unable to get upon
their registers anything approaching
the numbers necessary for war pur-
poses, The regular army at present
had, excluding India, about 31,000
horses on charge, or fewer than half
the number required before the army
could take the fleld. About 18,000 are
required for artillery alone. Large
numbers of the animals avallable are
of poor quality, and. the type is in-
ferfor to that ‘selected for continental

armlies,
