TTHACA, N. Y., Feb. 18 —(CP)—
Wick like those used for oil lamps

The wick Is placed in a dish of

water with one end stuck through

the hole in the bottom of the pot.
There it “draws” water, just as a
lamp draws oil. Furthermore, the
rate the wick feeds water into the
bottom of the flower pot is regulat-

ed by the plant itself. As fast as

roots absortb water, the wick re-
places it, and the mo'sture rises
critually to the top of the soil.

This new methed was developed
by Dr. Kenneth Post of the Cornell
University Agricultural Experiment
station. e pottery firms are to
make water pots to fit beneath the
usval flower pots.

‘The wicks, instead of being the
usual cotton fabric, are made of
elther glass or asbestos- -materials
which do not rot in water or in
dampheanhm.

Dodged Dang'g;s
Trailing Hubby

HALIFAX, Feb. 13 —(CP) —After
months of  tiacing her Thushand
2 torpedoes and dis-
appoiniments, life in the hcme of
a kindly Canadian family looks good

She fled her native Belgium May
13, three days after Hitler's invasion
of the Lowlands, because she knew
her seafaring husband could never
come to see her in a German-con-
trolled homeland.

She travelled hundreds of miles
since, by land and sea, and has
setm’ him  twiee, once in  France,
once in Canada. Now, she has seit-
led down. His ship will probably
ceme to Canada as often as any-
one else.

Mrs. Goossen’s story is typical of
those of hundreds of European te-
fugees. She made her way from An_
twerp to the French frontier by
rail, taxi and on foof, pushing
through thousands of terrified
people.  Bombs fell almost contin-
ually.

She finally reached the coastal
port of LePallice where she believed
she might find her husband. Her
hunch was right but his vesse] sail-
ed May 29 after they had had a
brief rendezvous.

TO SEA IN SHITS

France was still f'ghting and on
June 18, Mrs. Goossens flcd agan,
this time by sea. A Belgian ship
had slipped out the night before
when an aerial attack indicated
approaching peril,

With nearly 8) other Belgians she
toarded a small fleet of motorboats
and went after her. After three
hours, they were taken aboard and
the sh'p started for Britain,

But quick-changing events brought
a change in course. There were re-
ports of numerous torpedoings in
the waters ahead and one explos-
fon was so close it shock the Bel-
gian boat. So, they headed for Lis-
bon. ‘There, peiplexed Pcriugese
authorities refused to allow anyone
to go ashore for three weeks and it
was months later that the vessel
pulled anchor in the middle of the
night and sl'pped away.

By this time, only four of the
original 80 refugees were left. Many
had gone to England, others to
Belgium. Mrs. Goosen's people wrote
her to return but she refused. The
ship eventually sailed and two days
later reached Gibraltar. The day
they arrived enemy planes appeared
overhead but dropped no bombs.
That night either Berlin or Rome
broadcast that The Rock had been
under bombardment that day.

Temperature Control
Keeps Grade In Eggs

Producers in many parts of the
country are cbserving improvements
which are being made in the pre-
mises of egg dealers. These changes
are being made under the new re-
qu'rement of the egg grading re-
gulations, that eggs may bo graded
only in Registored Stations and
that, for registration, they shall
comply with certain specifications
regarding premises and g ading
equipment.

These Registered Egg Grading
Stations may be in pretentious or
modest quarters. Some Wl use base.
ment premises to meet the require- |
ment that they must be cool during'
the summer months. Others. doing|
a larger business, are installing |
mechanical refrigeration. All, la:ge
or small, will help to achieve the
main objective which is to st'mu-
late the production and marketing
of ¢ggs of the best possible quality. |
‘The egg grading regulationg that |
have been in operation since 1923
have perfoimed a valuable s2rvice
to the Canadian poultry industry by
improving the quality of eggs and
thereby building up a greater de-
mand for them. But the highest

possible quality in eags and the
greatcst  benefit to the industry
have not yet becen attained, for tha
simple reason that facliitics tor
keeping g8 at the requisite cool-
ness, particularly in hot weather
have not always .been avallable
Heat over 67 degrees Fahrenheit
has been the greatest enemy of
quality in egg. This fact is generally
known and many producers have
taken a deal of trouble to act up to
this knowledge, only at times to see
their work undone by careless
handling at grading stations.

ege grading stations, eggs will be |
kept at the requisite coolness, that
is, 67 degrees F'. maximum, and thus
encouragemsnt wil] be given to
those preducers who regularly kept
their eggs cool and an example set
to those who paid little attention
to the matter. Also, in the past,
some producers suffered loss
through the grading of their eggs
by  inexperienced persons or in
places where there was no proper
equipment for grading. Under the
amended egg regulations, this will
not happen, because it is laid down
that al] people employed as graders
must pass a Departmental test,
Further, the grading equipment at
the station must be satisfactory;
the arrangement of the egz room
must permit proper handl'ng, and,
as eggs are particularly suscept-
ible to damage through strong
odours, the egg rooms must be se-
parate from any business which
might be harmful to them; and the
egg rooms must be kept coo] during
warm weather.

The position of country merchants

is that no doubt some will establish
registered egg grading stations.
Where they do not, or in towns
where stations are nut established
under other ausp'ces, merchants
may act as “first receivers'. That
is, they will pass on the eggs they
receive from the producers to the
registered station for grading after
they have identified the producers
eggs to that station. When the eggs
are graded, the grading returns
will came back to the “firsi receiv-
er” who will make settlement w'th
the producer.

Egg producers may grade their
eggs for sale to retailers or to pri-
vn%e customers, but must put their
names and addresses on the grade
tags on the containers. This is for
protection to the producer and also
to help eliminate the practice of egg
peddlers who ae not producers but
pose as such when selling to retail-
ers. In short, the registered egg
grading stations will benef't and
protect both the producer and the
industry as a whole, and will cause
a greater demand than ever for
high quality eggs, to the increased
prosperity of the industry.
