On former occasions when shipping
was brisk and. various erafts found
it hard to relieve supplies, the cause
of the shortage was gencgrally due to
the fact that men engaged in the
industry neglected work for various
reasonf, Such however, is not  the
cause today, as all thé colleries are
fully manned and in each case the
possible output is obtained.

.Yesterday the. run on the shipping
piers eased up, and from now hence-
forward the Scotia people will be
able to cope_with the. situation with-
out any further calls on the Anerican
market.
