nonths above mentioned, leavfng
only some $11,000 worth -that came
in during the remaining eight months
of the year.

This then is the egg-case in a nut-
shell: During eight months ‘of the
vear when Canadian hens are laying,
‘he Canadian market is supplied by
Janadian farmers. During the four
nonths of winter when Canadian
1ens are not laying and the farmers
1ave no eggs to sell, some eggs are
mported. On these there is now a
luty of three. cents per dozen. This
luty will be taken off when we get
‘eciprocity.

With  the duty off, the consumer
vill get his egzgs something cheaper
n the time of winter scarcity, which
vill be a good thing for the consum-
’r.  And it will not harm the pro-
lucer, who has no eggs to .sell in
vinter. ~In the months of the egg-
ogroducing season the producer will
have the benefit of both ' the home
market and the United States mark-
et, the latter being slightly the high-
ear. In the light of these facts, while
he producer may not gain-very much
by reciprocity in eggs, he still stands
to ‘gain something, and much more
on some other farm products.
