upon it seems like the highest pre-'

sumption, It is independent of
comment, and matchless in its dir-
ect appeal to the mind and soul
It does not contain one technical.
word nor one obscure expression.:
Every bit of the language in which,
it is couched is simple and trans-
parent. The idioms it uses are clear|
and familiar as those of a nursery
tale, so plain that he who runs
may read.

The sentences as they flow from
the Saviour’s lips are as natural as
the breezes from the hills or the
lapping of the wavelets on the
shore, And yet it is all so deep
and far-reaching and true that
men and nations have risen or
fallen according as they have ac-
cepted or rejected and obeyed its
teachings. It still stands, and will!
stand to the end of time, as t':
one standard of all moral and re-
ligious excellence, and as the
supreme test of . the worth or
worthlessness of public or private
life. But if it may not be com-
mented upon, it may at least be
commended and enforced, Because
although it has aroused and won
the admiration of the world, the
world has hot yet yielded submis-
sion to its precepts.

The words are not, words alone, not
mere sounds or signs, but living
things presenting the truth for
everybody and for always. With all
the changes in human outward en-
vironment which have taken place
since .these words were first spoken,
they come right hcme to you and
me today and compel us to feel
that here are things it would be
well for us to know, things that
touch the pulsating, vibrant life
that we are called to live today.
And this verse which I have chosen
uncovers for us one such truth
which is vital for everyone of us
now listening to consider and re-
member.

“Where your treasure is there
will your heart be also.”

In a
great measure we arc hidden from
ourselves. We live with ourselves so
much day and night that we take
it tor granted that we know all
about ourselves; and yet it is true
that we know nothing whatever of
some of the most important things
about ourselves. There are some
things about us that other people
see and know far better than we

do ourselves. But here, in one short
pungent sentence spcken by Jesus
Christ. is a micrcscope which at
once reveals the very inmost char-‘
acter of what you and I really are;
-—“Where your treasure is there is|
your heart”, Discover what  you|
prize most highly, and there you
have the key to the kind of person
you really are.

Thiz test is unfailing just be-
cause it is so simple, so natural,
so reasonable. Whatever you esteem
as your most valued treasure, that
enchains your heart.
