In
period his regiment has un-
dertaken many different tasks in
addition to its normal anti-air-
oraft role and in all cases the
regiment has acquitted itself with
distinction. During the winter
months in the Nijmegen salient
he developed and produced a most
icient mo tlon for his guns
which enabled them to fire in the
ground role. He then arranged
and personally conducted many
extensive harrassing and fire sup-
port programmes with devastating
effect on the enemy. Enemy re-
taliation was often heavy and ac-
curate and he was frequently
working under heavy shell and
mortar fire which inflicted casu-
altfes on his troops. Nevertte-
legs, Lieutenant - Colonel Peake
continued to conduct these pro-
grammes and to develop improved
drills until by deception and care-
fully  pre-arranged fireplans he
outwitted the enemy and counter
battery organization and enabled
his troops to complete their fire-
plans virtually unmolested.
“In_the operations by 2 Canad-
lan Infantry Division south of
Oldenburg in Germany on two
occasions this officer, with his
regiment, took over a complete
brigade sector of the front. The
carrying out of these tasks re-
quired an immediate and drastic
reorganization of his regiment to
meet the needs of an infantry
role. This changeover was effect-
ed efficiently and in the midst of
battle without interrupting the op-
eration in any way. While engag-
ed in the infantry role, Lieuten-
ant-Colonel Peake's leadership was
aggressive and skilful and he al-
ways undertook more than his
orders demanded. In the final
advance on Oldenburg, his regi-
ment kept pace with 6 Canadian
Infantry Brigade on his right and
provided complete left-flank pro-
tection for that formation. during
an opposed advance of approxi-
mately five miles. By his personal
leadership, disregard of self and
outstanding example, this officer
has been responsible for the success
of the many actions, both against
ecemy aircraft and enemy ground
troops, which his regiment has
fought. He has thus made an im-
portant contribution to the vice
tories achieved by 2 Canadian In-
fantry Division in the campaign
in pe.”
