Horrible Affai Last;
Evening

IN  CHARLOTTETOWN

|
William Proud of Loyalist
Road Loses His Life by
a Kick on the Jugular—
Several Arrests Made—
Intense Excitement Pre-
vails—An Inquest This
Morning.

Oae of the most revoiling affairs
which hay darkened  th: name of]
Charlottetowa for several years past
occurred here last night.

As a resvlt a young man now lies in
the cold embrace of Jeath, the victim
of an untimely end. -

His name is Wm. Proud, a son ef
George Proud of Loyalist Road, near
Wiltshire. Accompained by his mother
and bis brocher, Peier Proud. he came
to the city yesterday. The young men
traded horses through the day with
James Carr, azrd towards the evening
they were joined by a young man named
John Rodd, also from the vicinity of
Wiltshire.

About six o’clock those three startec
to leave town and were followed by
four others, whose names are said to be

It appears that when near Boyle's
tannery on Pownal Street and betwecn
Chestnut and Stewar: Sireet, some
quarreiiing in which they wers
previouzly engagel, daveloped intoa
fight. Wm. Proud was struek and
knockcd down by one of the partici-
parts after which ke was fatslly kicked
on the juzular ve'n.

He was unconscious for a time but
afterwards rallied slizhtly aad was
helped into the wazon, where ha bled
profusely. His bead fiually began to
reciine upon his shoulder and he was
laid on the ground teside a hcuse.

Here he remainesd for over halt an
hour befors a doetor cculd be obtaiced
and wh'n at length Dr. Gane of Boston
arrived on the scene the vnfortunate
men bad just expired.

Marshsl Cameron, Officers Kiggins,
Taylor and Campbell had the body re-
moved to the police station where it
still lies.
Theremains were view:d last night
by quite a number of citizens.

The teroat  is considerably swollen
and a mark appears on his ncse and
another on his upper lip.

After viewing the remains the in-
quest was postponed uniil this moraing
at 10 o’clock.

The deceased was bar tender in a
saloon on Richmond Street about a
year age.

His mother was informed of the affair
and was rapidly driven to where his
son was lying on the gronad but before
reaching the place only his lifelsss
remains were to be seen.

The shock almost proved fatal to the
agon‘zed woman and for some hours
she was in hysteries.

The deceased was about 24 years of
age, not heavily built but of a wiry ap-
pearance.

A post mortem examination was held
last night,

It was 11.10 before the warrants were
placed in the hands of the policemen
and at 12 o'clock Trainor, Thorae.
Peter Hughes and Dan Carroll bad
been arrested. This speaks very hkighly
for the officers.

Two brothers of the deceased and
several other friends came to the city
last night. '

POPE'S END NEAR.

The Pontiff Has Designed His Own
Tomb.

LoNDON, July 30.—The information
as tothe pope’s serious state of hea'th
cabled a fortnight ago requires no modi-
fication. The newspapers of Rome
publish all sorts of repor:s daily. They
are mostly pessimistic, and the vatican
organs continue vainly (o assert that
his holiness's health leaves little . to be
desired.

It 1s true that the pope Treceives visi-
tors and goes out in the vatican gar-
dens daily. He bas also celebrated
mass several times lately. These
things merely emphasize the fact that
the pope 1s not an ordinary patieat.
Whea it was a question of appreciably
prolonging his l:fe to the church thers
were no p(ecauuons too e!aborate, no
reguolations too wearying which he did
not observe.

The position is difficu’'t now. Leo
XII.'s spn is setting, aod he knows
that the night is not far off. So does
every member cof the Sacred college,
and eyes are bzing strained even now
in directions where beams of lig ht
seem to indicate the rising sun. Quite
a number of conferences of cardinals
have been held in the last ten days,
notably one whereat Cardinal
occhi, the pope’s vicar, presided. This

NEw YORK. July 29.—The Herald,
discussing the propcs:d expansion of
England's nav:zl power. editorially
says:—

“The~ prodalmed naval p)l cy of
Great Britain is the possession of an
active fleet that will be equal in force
to the combined maratime energies of
any two of the other sea powers. This
theorv of national defemce is univer-

sally recogmzed so much so that boh
the great parties accept the tremendous
burden imposefl with & patriotism and
an intelligence which evoke the ad.
miring envy of the world.

«The rivals England has most to
watch. not to fear and fer the present
the ones which spur her forward into
these  enormous expenditures, are
France apd Russia. Hecoce when the
First Lord of the Admiralty proposed
on Friday an increase doubliag the
large construction estimates for the
year its' enthusiasiic reception in Par-
liament was no less significant thaa the
astonishing accretion it gave to the
marvellcus British fleet.
