OTTAWA, Dec. 8 —(CP) — To
stay in the front rank of atomic de-
velopments, Carada will probably
build a second heavy water radlo-
active pile or  reactor within the
next year or two, informed quarters
predicted today.

The prospect was ralsed by & 14-
man Commons committee whose
final report, tabled in the House,
warned that “for Canada to con-
tinue in the forefront in the atomic
field, it will be necessary to press
forward with vigor” at the Chalk
River project 1256 miles from here.

The committee recomrnended “ex-
pansion and development” at Chalk
River from time to time and pro-
posed that “the government under-
take expansion of the present fac-
ilities by construction of an addit-
lonal reactor and  such research
equipment as may be required.”

Water‘ Shortage
Serious In New York

The following information te the
supply of water in New York City
and State was gathered from a let-
ter written recently by a clergyman,
a former Islander, now pastor of a
parish in New York State, to a
relative living in Charlottetown.

State is at the present time, very
serious as scarcely any rain has
fallen there since last May.

“Upper apartments have scarcely
more than a trickie coming through
the taps in many parts of the State
and there is a possibility that if
the situation becomes worse tenants
will be forced to carry water to
upper apartments.”

Underlying Economic
Trends Reviewed By
Bank of N. S. Head

HALIFAX, Dec. 1 — (CP) —
The underlying economic trend in
Canada ls decidedly upward, but
the near-term outlook is less re-
assuring, H. L. Enman, president
of‘the Bank of Nova Scotia sald
at today’s annual meeting.

«Some of the forces sustaining
high activity are waning and
there is evidence of a slight eas-
ing in recent months. In the Un-
ited States, the business picture
is also rather uncertain and not a
little confusing . . .

“Though I do not suggest that
there is reason to look for an
early downturn in ‘the United
States, I believe we should en-
deavor to keep a balanced view
and that as Canadians we should
be well advised to assume that
the trend away from the seller’'s
market will continue, and that
conditions in the United States
market will be highly competi-
tive,

“We shall have to be on our
toes to keep up our exports to the
United States.”

“If this view is correct, we shall
be increasingly concerned during
the coming year with the diffi-
culties facing our overseas export
trade.”

Of the past year, Mr. Enman
said:

“Business actlvity in Canada has
been well sustained. There has
been some evidence of slacken-
ing in activity recently, but
there has been no downward
movement which could be des-
eribed as a recession — even on
the moderate scale ot the down-
turn across the border.”

Mr. Enman noted that some of
the sustaining influences are of
a temporary mnature, such as
non-recurring disbursements —
some $450,000,000 in all — repre-
senting the repayment of wartime
compulsory savings and particl-
pation payments on four previous
wheat crops.

“The most Important {influence
supporting business activity has
been and still is the cont|nued
high rate of capital expansion and
construction activity .. .

“We in Canada now are be-
ginning to realize how much our
country has grown in recent
years . . . compared with 1839 our
economy has grown almost beyond
recognition, Our population is
more than one-third larger: our
employed working force some 30
per cent bigger; and our produc-
tion a good 75 per cent larger.”

C. Sydney Frost. General Man-
ager, stated that the rise in gov-
ernment expenditures is a mat-
ter which deserves far more pub-
lie consideration than it has re-
ceived in the past.

“It 1s not realistic to expect
governments, which are repre-
sentative and responsive to pub-
lic opinion and group vressure, to
worry unduly about the cost of
government unless there is a
wide body of public opinion which
does.” .
