Ancestral Scenes

By sea and land we proteeded to
the southern end of Argyle to my.

On its
shore stands the high rock of Dun-
averty which has the appearance of
a great wedge forced up by pressure
from below.

Argyle,

The spring. — In a field adjoin~
ing the Rock is a stone walled en-
closure and within a memorial tab-
let ‘with this inscription “This in-
closure was erected by the Rev.
Douglass McDonald, 12th Laird of
Sanda, in 1846 to mark the spot
where his ancestors Archibald Mohr
and Archibald Oig father and son
were shot and buried after the bat-
ter of Dunaverty 1647. Other re-
mains found on the battlefield were
also buried by him.”

From the Rock of Dunaverty look-
ing westward you see the shore gréw

I would lke to have remained
. longer in this place of memories but
time began to press us on our way
if we were ever to see Inverness the
capital of the Highlands and its
famous fair, Changing from coach
to ship and from ship to coach we
i arrived at Oban still in Argyle and
thence proceeded to Fort William
where Ben Nevis holds out a per=
petual challenge to male tourists to
climb him to his summit 4500 ft.
high. If you don’t wish to do this
useless feat, the answer is “When he
grows as. big as the Rockies etc.”—
besides it would cost at least one
pair of boots.

There is a delusion in which we
shared that you can take the steam-
er at Fort William. As long as this
delusion lasts you wiil keep on mis-
sing the boat—but by good fortune
and other means we did catch it.

The canal is 60 miles long and
makes a waterway from coast to
coast, There are only 22 miles of
excavation, the remaining 38 miles
consisting of 3 lakes taken in on
the way. Lake Ness, one of the ser-
les, is 22 miles long, 1% miles wide
and has an extreme depth of 750
ft. It is the largest body of fresh
water in Britain, Some travellers
say that the scenery on this route
is unsurpassed in grandeur by any-
thing in Europe.

It was a beautiful day, the scen-
ery was enchanting and the sun
was quietly burning the green pas-
sengers to a crisp. The Highland
Failr was opening the next day and
the hotels of Inverness were enguz-
ed far ahead. We got an excellent
hotel by leaving it to the last mom-
