I think it is pretty
generally agreed that Service Club
members can best help boys by
getting behind organizations that
have shown they are fitted to work
properly and effectively with boys.

Scout he is not instructed in it's
teachings. The clergyman how-

ever of the sponsoring body is al-
ways invited to co-operate and
welcomed when he can attend any
scout gathering.

Another criticism is we are
asked to spend money just to pro-
vide additional playing facilities
for boys. Well {f all the move-
ment did was to provide super-
vised and disciplined group games
by trained leaders a certain
amount of money for the purpose
would be well spent but Scouting
does far more than that, It's chief
value s in character building in-
stilling in the boy self-reliance, in-
dependence, honour, courage, con-
sideration for others, and other
manly virtues. It does this through
group activities and by making
him proficient not only in cer-
tain hobbies but in useful services
as a citlzen. He may receive ele-
mentary training in a great num-
ber of trades. He is instructed and
passes tests in life-saving and
first-aid in various emergencies, in

woodcraft and camping, in sig=-
nalling—both morse and sema-
phore. He can also if he desires

earn badges for proficiency in a
great variety of useful activities,

leg. navigation and handling
boats, cooking, aeronautics, also
as a handyman, gardener, cook,

leather-worker, pilot etc.

Well, how about results.

Last year  Oolonel Theodore
Roosevelt wrote a splendid article
in our Rotarian magazine on the
value of Scouting for boys and
giving numerous instances of in-
dividual acts of courage, skill and
endurance of Boy Scouts. Time
does not admit of my re-telling
any of them to you now.

However two or three things
caught my eye in a daily news-
paper lately that emphasize quite
graphically the value of scout
training for boys. I want to read
these.

“When a train was wrecked near
Blue River, B. C., and a number
of soldiers and others injured, two
’Boy Scout passengers were prompt-
|ly on the job renderi first aid
The boys, Scouts Jerry
and “Scotty” Buchanan of North
Battleford, Sask., were themselves
slightly injured, but this did not
prevent them going at once to the
aid of their fellow travelers.”

Then no doubt some of you read
lin a recent issue of the Globe and
| Mail an article by Dorothy Thomp-
| son in her vigorous and trenchant
style praising the English for the
miracle of Dunkirk when by every
| human calculation  the British
| Army was lost. Reading that, it is
| not at all far-fetched to claim that
| Boy Scout training was a factor
| iin that miracle. She says in part:
i"On that blazing beach—blazing
| with pitiless sunshine and blazing
| with Nazi fires—the miracle hap-
| pened. The army was the miracle
| The army and a relief force that
sprang out of every village and
| hamlet on the coast of England
| There was no time to maobilize
this force. No time to train it. It
|was the spontaneous rising of men
| who go down to the sea in ships, in
boats, -in- smacks, in barges, in
vachts; old men with their faces
lined and hardened by the sea
| wind; boys, too young to go to
| war, who know how to tack a sail
'and wield an oar and draw in
| nets; mechanics, who were skill-
ful at repairing a rudder or handy
[in an engine room, mobilized by
a grapevine, taking to the sea to
| save the army of Britain, and with
|it to save the land of Britain.”

Again: A specific reference to
| the work of a Boy Scout at a criti-
fcal time: A pilot in a flying boat
tells how he identified a drifting
'boat_as one carrying survviors of
| the torpedoed City of Benares
“Through my glasses I could see
| the people in the drifting boat
| quite clearly. A little chap who ap-
peared to be wearing a Boy Scout's
uniform spotted us. He stood up
at once and began waving his
arms, Then he picked up some-
thing white, probably a handker-
chief, and began to signal. I did
not get the idea for a second but
when it dawned on me what he
was up to ‘City of—weak as he
was the kid signalled the ship’s
name which told us the whole
story. We were off right away to
get help.”
