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IN THE PHILIPPINES.

The news of severe fighting comes

from the Philippines. The Filipinos

are showing themselves to be quite

as formidable as the Spanish in  their

warfare and the effort to subject

them bids fair to be more cosily and

prolonged than the sonquest of _the

Spanish West Indies.

As we view it the Filipinos are
sadly misguided and had much better
submit. = The government whick the
United States would give them would
be vastly better than auy that they
could establish for themselves. It
would bring in its train peace, order,
equal rights, commerce and civiliza-
tion, as was promised by the com-
missioners sent to the Islands. The
difficulty is to make the Filipinos
believe all this. American shells and
bullets do not speak to them in the
language of peace and friendship.
They are even morc deadly than the
missiles of the * Spaniards  were in
years part.

There seems to be no help for it.
The United States government must
go on and whip the natives into sub-
jection, and peace can only follow in
the wake of victory. The American
people realise this as other nations do.

Too much boastfulnessin the hour
of victory ill becomes a great party,
