Silver Fox Farming

yne 13th annual silver foX s.c..
of the Silver Fox Breeder’s and
Exhibitors’ Association of  Prince
pdward Island will be held in the
Main Building at the Provineial
Exhibition grounds, Charlottetown,
the week of November 9-10-11-
12-13. That means that just one
clear week remains for the fox
preeders of Prince Edward Island
to select foxes and make their en-
tries with Secretary Walter R,
shaw, Department of Agriculture,
charlottetown,

1t scems a long time ago when
we hark back to 1929 when the
first Provincial Fox Show  took
place, The intervening years have
been tough ones for the industry,
more filled with sadness than with
joy. The first two veras, 1929 and
1930 were exceptionally good, al-
though the big depression and
stock market crash had occurred
—yet somehow their full affects
had not reached Europe and sil-
ver fox was enjoying a wonderful
boom on the London markets, The
average price realized in the spring
of 1929 for peltries must have been
around $125. and 1930 saw just as
good prices with some exceptional
amounts paid for top skins. The
writer is famillar with those prices
pecause I attended Hudson’s Bay
Company’s sales both years with
W. Chester S. McLure and en-
joyed that happy feeling which is
eneendered in one when things go

well,

In December of 1031 the blow fell.
This was due not only to the bad
economic conditions but because
the production of silver fox pelts
in Norway and Sweden had reach-
ed tremendous figures. Those of
you who can think back will re-
call that prices that December in
Charlottetown and Summerside
reached an average of something
around $27 per pelt or even less,
There was a big improvement in
March, however, and prices com-
menced rising again until they
culminated in a very fair average
—close to $40—in 1937, Then they
started on their downward career
acain until they were arrested in
1941, taking another downward
slide in Mardh and succeeding
months of 1942,

With the above picture of the
pelt market in your mind let us
get back to the Provincial Fox
Show, Prior to 1929 almost all the
first, line breeders planned attend-
ing the Royal Winter Fair Fox
show at Toronto, which was held
in November. They had started
going there in 1922, there having
previously been a Montreal show
held in November, 1920. -Island
breeders invariably carried off all
the top awards at Toronto, hav-
ing set the pace at Montreal and
the crumbs went to the then ama-
teur' fox breeders of Ontarlo.

However, there were many here
who could not afford the time or
the expense of going to Toronto
and due to the efforts of Major
A. S. Robertson, J, Walter Jones,
to mention two, a new organiza-
tion was set up to hold a fox
show at Charlottetown the fall of
1929. The idea caught on im-
mediately and over 500 entries
were ready to be looked over by
the judges when the big opening

day arrived. The show was an
immense success, although the
facllities for judging were not
adequate,

Emboldened by the success of
the first show, another show was
arranged for in 1930 and the new
Paton Pavilion, specially designed
for judging foxes, with proper
seating arrangements for onlook-
ers, was built.
which took up practically all the
available space down stairs and
upstairs in the immense building
were required to house exhibits
and the judges were very busy
men for the week, 3

Offhand I can recall Robert
Stewart, E. H. Monkley and J. R.
Taylor, Little Shemogue, who of-
ficiated as judges, and I can also
recall the packed audiences who
watched their progress with eager
eyes. We could not put our hands
on the records of 1920 but be-
lieve that it was George E. Brown
Vho captured the championship
that year,

The types of silver dis-
played were quite different from
present day types, the bar was
shorter and what Is known as the
white or sheepy variety of fox
was looked on with disfavor. It
was the George E. Brown fox
that revolutionized the shows. The
product of Bonnie View 438 and
other near relatives when placed
on the table caught the limelight
and the judge's eye, their clear
black necks and wide bar, flashy
silver invariably pushing' them
right to 3 Yy - were
beautiful indeed and the darker
ones too In these classes had such
sheen and beauty that others
known as the old-fashioned toxes
were nowhere. The new types had
their defects too, but this was not
noticed at the time and these de-
fects were a lack of underfur
which caused their pelts to ex-
hibit a flat appearance,

There was not much change in
the kind of foxes that were shown
from 1934-35 onwards until 1940
when new types were admitted to
the sacred precincts of the show
ring. These included the off-
spring of western white faces, the
parent stock of which had been
obtained from the Ollle McNeill
ranch at Fort QuAppelle, Sas-
katchewan, progenitors
which were a pair of foxes pur-
chased from the McLure and Mec-
Kinnon Silver Fox Farms in
fall of 19217,

Few who saw the comparative-
ly small number of exhibitors of
the new types two years ago rea-
lized what a potent new trend
was in the making, We venture
to say that when this year’s show
is formally on its way one of the
most arresting parts of it, if not
the most arresting, will be the
new types which will include white
faces with or without ring necks,
platinums and pearl platinums.

Showmen come and go and a
glance at the list of names of
those who were In the van in 1930
will find many who have passed
on from life's cares and responsib-
ilitles, Then others -have given
up fox ranching for.one cause or
another, but new faces and new
foxmen have constantly uppeared
to take their places, The trend
of winners from 1936 onwards
went in the direction of Sum-
merside, where the shrewd breed-
ers there had been quick to re-
cognize the value of new types
of silvers and fortify themselves
with good specimens of these,
Among the foremost have been
Stewart and ILewis, Hillard Mut-
tart and Sons, J. R. Lockerby, W.

As this
chemical is poisonous, highly in-
flamm2ble, and highly explosive,
care must be taken when using it.
Later on all other equipment can
be cleaned, painted and repaired
where necessary. If additional e.
quipment is required for next sum-
mer, order it early so th-t it may
be assembled mads ready for
use before it is needed in the
spring,
