ECONOMY

NEW YORK, Dec. 5—(AP.)—
Drastic goverimental economies
will be demanded of state legis-
latures—in—every—section—of —the
United States when they meet
mext month to wrestle with their
own financial problems.

Governors and lawmakers will be
called upon to make good the eco-
‘nomy pledges they gave before lasty
month’s elections, Many will face
the prospect of estimated deficits
such as these—$8,000,000 to $11,750,-
000 in California; $2,000,000 in
Maine; $10,000,000 in Oklahoma:
$6,000,000 to $10,000000 in Ten-
nesse. But already, from Washing-
ton to Florida and from Maine to
California, solutions of the prob-
lem are being offered after months
of investigation.

In a majority of the 48 states,
salary cuts for state, county and
municipal employes either have
been put into effect or will be pro-
posed. Some of them run as high
as 35 percent,

In California the State controller
plans to ask the legislature to make
$5,000 the maximum annual salary
for state officlals, some of whom
now draw as much as $17,500.

The most widespead economy
proposal is the elimination of var-
fous state bureaus and depart-
ments, and the consolidation of
others. In sixteen states such act-
jon is contemplated by the legis-
latures.

In Oregon a recommendation to
the legislature has been drafted
which would cut off appropriations
for fifteen state activities, includ-
ing fairs and expositions, and the
health and humane bureaus. In
