The convention opened with

The president, Fulton Robertson
then took charge. Miss Ella S8emple,
secretary-treasurer was unavold-
ably absent, Miss Eunice Rackham
was appointed secretary-pro tem
The minutes of the last convention
and the financial statement were
read and passed on motlon duly
seconded and agreed to.

The president reported having
visited several schools in the dis-
trict.

After a lively discussion it was

moved by Rev. Geo. Gough and
seconded by Rev. W. B. MacPhall
that convention be held in the lat-
ter part of June in the future.
" The nominating . committee was
then appointed as follows: Miss
Eunice Rackham, Mrs. Lorne Mac-
