sense. We all know that we owe a
debt to the men who have been “over
there” and faced the battle, and come
back. We know that they can never
be repaid by us who have not gone
through the din. We don't want to
do anything, however, ‘that is not et-
ernally just for these men. Simply
catching the man by the arm, taking

him for a motor ride, giving him a

dinner and patting him on the back
is easy enough; but to give the man
1 good job, a job that .is better than
the one he had before, where he can
work at something he finds congenial
and put his heart into his work and

maintain himself steadily throughout '

the years to come, is more important.

Mr. Sexton urged on the part of em-
ployers of returned soldiers, patience
with the men. They must bear in
mind the difference between ten hours
a day in a confined building, and the
open air life of the soldier. Ninety
per cent of the men who came back
return to their old jobs. The other ten;
per cent. may have been disabled so
that they cannot go back to their old'
jobs, and for them the government
will provide trade training. At the
present time in Prince Edward Island
and Nova Scotia there are about 500
men whose cases have been Uhorough-
ly investigated and who have been
recommended for this training. These .
represent about all the disabled men
who have been discharged and cannot
go back to their old work. They are
not being trained for 6 or 10 trades,
with any possibility of overcrowding
after their training, but are being

First let me express
my deepest sympathy In yeur great
sorrow, it must have .been a groat
shock to you and there are the times
when one seems not able to turn ito
anyone for comfort or help to bear
the burden, unless we. know and ¢can
turn to Our Father above, and we
know He understands and He loves.
Now 1 will try to tell you just what I
can. How I wish I could just do some-
thing to help your lonely heart. your
poor boy came in here on the 29th
April with scarlet fever, I don’'t know
if he was very strong at home, but we
know camp life is not, like home,. so
this may have weakened his chest
for he developed pneumonia and this
eventually took him away from us on
the 22 May at two 4n the afternoon.
I can assure you he was very good
and patient, It was a pleasure to do
anything for him, at first he was a bit
reserved but later used to speak of
the farm he was coming back to.
When the days were warm and fine,
he was carried outside in his bed, and
would say how some parts reminded
him of home, and always spoke very
tenderly of his dear mother. The last
three days were the worst he had for
pain. The morning he went he often
asked if we could help. I tried to tell
him how there was One above Wwho
could. He said he knew his dear moth-
er prayed for him, At one o’clock he
sald he felt much better. God was
helping him through and was quite
consclous till about ten minutes be-
fore the end, which was one of the
most peaceful ends, I have seen, so
rest assured dear mother, your; -dear
son {8 with Jesus and is looking for-
ward to meeting you there one day.

About his little personal things I
oxpect you will have by the time this
reaches you, as they were all sent to
the Canadlan Record office, London,
to be sent on to you. He was buried in
a lovely spot’in ‘tife "' MilftAry Cem-
etery with full military honors, where
there are a good many others who
have. sacrificd their 1ives in this
terrible war. {

It could not have bheen possible to
have brought him home, for being in-
fectious they would not be allowed to
take him on the ship, and I am sure
