Chinese Slock

Jap Threat To
Rice Sowl Area

By SPENCER MOOSA

CHUNGKING, June 8 (AP)—The

successful Chinese counter-offensive
which thwarted a Japanese drive
toward Chungking has eliminated
the danger to the great rice bowl
area of central China, an army
spokesman disclosed today as the
Chinese high command announced
the complete occupation of Itu,
Yangtse river port 18 miles below
Ichang,

The high command communique
said some remnants of fhe Japan-
ese force which formerly held Itu
had fled southeastward but that
all enemy troops remaining in and
around the town had been rounded
up by the inese.

Further progress in the Chinese
advance toward Sungtze river port
between Shasi and Ichang, was re-
, ported in the tommunique, which

announced the recapture of several

strategic points to the south.
Chinese attacks on Japanese po-
| sitions in Chekiang Province to the
. east were said to have resulted In
' the capture of six strategic points
around Kinhwa, 80 miles south-
. west of Hangchow. At least 300
enemy troops were killed. The
Chinese were continuing an attack
on Pukiang in western Chekiang.

One spokesman said that in order

to recapture more imyortant points
than those already taken in the
Yangtse battle the Chinese needed
a larger air force and heavy arm-
i\ments, including tanks and artil
ery.
Another in the group, Chang Ping
Chun, counsellor of the executive
Yuan, said fears abroad over
China’s economic plight were “a
little bit exaggerated,” but empha-
sized that “we have no need to hide
our great need of outside help not
only in ‘arms, but for all kinds of
supplies.”

8ir,—I have before me a list of
prices from the Internal Trade
Branch, Dominion Bureau of Sta-
tistics, on some farm implements.

Economic
Conditions
Improving

OTTAWA, June 8 (CP)—Econ-
omic conditions recorded marked
betterment in the first four months
of 1943 over the same perind of
1942 the Dominion Bureau of Sta-
tistics reported today. and hecause
of the gain in economic activiiy
and a slightly higher level of om-
modity prices, the monthly estima‘e
of national income rose to a new
high in April.

“The national income has shown
an upward trend without import-
ant interruption since 1938, the
Bureau said. “The estimate for
April was nearly $736 000.000,
equivalent to an annual rate of
about $8.832.000.000.

“During the first four months a
tentative computation of the na-
tional income was $2,850,000.000
against $2.298.000 000 in the sime
period of last year, a gain of 24 per
cent.

“The totals for the months of
January, Februarv and March of
this year were $537.100000, $700,-
000 000 and $727,000.000 respectively.
The totals for the first three
months of last vear in the same
order were $560.000,000, $556,000.000
and $583,000,000.”

The continued advance in bro-
ductive operations was due mainliy
to the stimulus of war demands
said the bureau. The index of the
physical volume of business ad-
vanced from 183 in the first four
months of 1942 to 230, a gain of
19.3 per cent.

The index of wholesale prices
was 98.0 in the first four months
of the present year against 84.8, a
gain of 3.4 per cent over the same
period of 1942. The gain In the
cost of living was of “even lesser
proportions.” The index was 117.2
agaitnst 115.7, an inerease of 1.3 per
oent.
