“T'HE CAVE OF MUSIC.”

OFF the coast of Scotland is an is-
land known as Staffa. It was nam-
ed by the Norsemen about 1,000 years
ago; and the name means “The Is-
land of Pillars.”

The “pillars” of Staffa are formed
of rock, and were made by Nature in
several caves.

Most famous of the caves of Staf-
fa is the one called Fingal's, or “The
Cave of Music.” This cave was dis-
covered in 1772, and it is one of the
most interesting anywhere on the
earth. Its pillars rise to a_height of
from 18 to 36 feet.

To visit Fingals cave is a treat
which travelers prize. They find
rock of many tints—red, brown ma-
moon. Seaweeds and lichens paint
the sides green and go'ld. Some of
the pillars are crushed with white
lime, and the stalactites hanging
from the roof are yellow, crimson
and white,

The “music” of Fingal's cave is
made by rushing wind. This comes
about in times of storm when com-
pressed alr in the cave forces its way

der. ‘It is heavy music!

Fingal’'s cave is "of gcoad size—66
feet high and 227 feet long—but it
dees not ecompare in that respeset with
come cther caves of the earth. Mam-
moth cave—in the state of Ken-
tucky—is ' scores of times as large;
and there is a less famous cave in
Indiana—known as Wyandotte cave
—which 1y far larger. Wyandotte
cave—if we measure all its passages
—has a length of more than 23 miles.
The fame of Fingal’s cave arises from
its musical “thunder,” and from the
pillars made long ago by the lava of
4 volcano.

Underground water cuts away rock
—such as lmestone—to form many
caves. Others are hewn out by oc-
ean waves beating against cliffs
hanging over the shore.
