OTTAWA, June 10—Prime Min-
ister Mackenzie King, resuming
tonight the debate on patronage,
said he knew nothing of the re-
quest of Arthur Beaubien (Lib.
Provencher) for tabling of a letter
written Opposition Leader Bennett,
then Prime Minister, before the
last election by Ralph Webb, party
leader in Manitoba. Mr, Beaubien’s
action was entirely his own. He
was referring to Mr. Bennett's sug-
gestion Mr. Beaubien acted as a
mouthpiece for the Prime Minister.

NOTTINGHAM. England, June 10
—(CP) —Two carces used by anci-
ent Britons before the birth  of
Juius Ceaser have been added to
the collecticn of Nottingham Cas-
t'= Museum after their a-cidental
discovery in the bed of the River
Trent.

The prehistoric craft, estimated
bv experts to be between 2000 and
3,000 years old, were found by men
operating a dredge.
