THE REPORT ON

The number of school districts, 479,
and the number of schools, 478, was
the same in 1910 as in the year pre-
vious. The number of vacant schools
was 4, the lowest gince 1903. There
were 28 vacant in 1904 and 25 vacant
in 1903,

The number of teachers employed
decreased from 595 to 591, but there
was an increase of 5 in first-class, a
like number of second-class and a de-
crease Of ¥ in third-class. In like
manner there was an increase of 10 in
the number of male teachers and a
decrease of 14 in the number of fe-
male teachers.

The total number of pupils enrolled
in1910 was 17,932, 'a decrease of 114,
but there was an increase of 89 in the
average attendance. The enrolment
was the lowest since 1877, g period of
33 years, while the percentage of at-
tendance was slightly higher than at
any time during that period and was
10 per cent. higher than it was in
1878.

The total expenditure for education
in 1910 was $181,572.10 of which $127,-
14757 was made by the Government
and $53,924.53 by the school districts.
The amount for each pupil in daily
attendance paid by the Government
in 1910 was $9.97 and the amount
paid by the school boards $4.63, a to-
tal per pupil of $14.60.

The expenditure for each student
nrolled at T'rince of Wales College
the year 1910 was $48.26, a de-
crease of $1.94 as compared with the
previous year,

The cost of the Educational Com-
mission is set down as $3,652.21.
The suppléments voted at the an-
nual school meetings was $23,792.92,
being the highest in 30 years and was
more than double that of thirty
years ago and almost three times
that of the year 1901, showing a fine
increase in the comparatively recent
years.

The annual report of the Macdon-
ald Consolidated School contains |

the following particulars:

“Prior to 1305 each of the six dis-
tricts—Cross Roads, Bunbury, Mt.
Herbert, Mermaid, Bethel and Hazel-
brook, had a one-roomed rural
school for the education of its child-
ren. The buildings in most cases,
were uninviting' and the surroumd-
ings bare and cheerless. Pupils at-
tended irregularly, the boys over 12
being present but' a few months in
winter. Lack of interest was evident
on the part of pupils and parents.
Individual taxes ranged from 20 cents
to $5.20. The average contributions
by rate-payers was but 11 cents on
the $100 property valuation and th2
total salarfes received by the six
teachers was but $1,190. During the
five years previous to consolidation
these six districts matriculated but
one pupil to Prince of Wales College.

“The Consolidated School, with its
light and airy rooms; ventilation and
steam-heating systems, excellent
equipment and beautiful grounds, is
a monument to the genius of Dr.
James W. Robertson and to the gen-
erosity of-euwsIsland Millionaire, Sir
William C. Macdonald. For the first
three years the six districts contri-
buted merely their previous assess-
ment on property and valuation: but
at the expiration of that time three
of the six remained in consolidation
and agreed to pay 40 cenis on the
$100 valuation. Individual taxes now
range from 80 cents to $20.80. There
is g voluntary fee of $2 per pupilllnr
the first three in a family. Pupils
from outside districts pay a tuition
fee of $5. The Provinecial Government
pays the statutory grant. Sir William
('. Macdonald contributes $1,200 ani
the deficit i made up by Dr. James
w. Roparlﬁun."

It is a truly remarkable story of
notable generosity on the part of
the gentlemen named and of greatly
improved educational privileges in
the section of the country where the
school is established. During the five
years: the school has matriculated
twenty pupils from these same djis-
tricts which produced but one in ‘the
previous five years! There are many
other interesting facts in regard to
the Macdonald School and the
schools of the Province generally to
which. space will not permit further
reference today.

The Examiner points out that the
large sum of $§36,642 was paid by the
Province last year on its indest:d-
ness. ‘This is true, but it is only
part of the truth. The Provinee was
also in receipt of $44,669 in interest,
being 5 per cent. on the sum of
$893,389 standing to  our credit at
Ottawa. So that the Province actu-
illy received last year eight thou-
and dollars more on interest ac-
-ount than it paid out.

The Saskatchewan Il.egislature by
nanimous vots has declared for reci-
rocity, and for absolute free trade
7ithin the British Empire eventual-
y. Mr. Haultain, the Opposition
eader, and one of the ablest men in
he Conservative party in Canada,
leclared himself strongly in favor of
ceciprocity, with no fear of annexa-
tion as a result. Among other things
he also stated that he is ‘‘not pre-
pared to sit at the feet of any of
these eastern Gamaliels to study loy-
alty.”

Toronto seems strongly oppcsad to
reciprocity. A meeting of ' 4,000 peo-
ple in Massey Hall on Thursday
night last adopted a strong resolu-
tion of protest against the trade
agreement. The Toronto Globe tells
that the Union Jack was waved, any
mention of the Stars and Stripes
was hissed, and expressions of patri-
otic- sentiment  were frantjcally ap-
planded. The Toronto News has been
taking a vote among the employees
of large concerns in and around Tor-
onto, most of which gi\'l-.‘\'m‘y large
majorities against reciprocity. The
police force gave a solid fifty that
way with none in its favor.

An objection has been taken to the
reciprocity agreement on the ground
that under the most favored nation
treaties of Great Britain, the pro-
ducts of the Argentine Republic, Aus-
trin  Hungary, Bolivia, Columbia,
Denmark, Russia, Spain, Sweden,
Venezuela and Switzerland would be
admitted to Canada on the same
terms as those of the United States.
Although Canada'’s trade with thes2
countries is small, it' is announced
from Ottawa that when Sir Wilfrid
Laurier goes to ‘the Imperial Confer-
ence he will endeavor to have
