Premier King had outlined com-
munications which had passed be-
tween the Canadian and British
government in regard to Canadian
representation. at the conference
and stated the stand taken by Can-
ada. He had intimated that the
Dominion government was awalt-
ing further advices from the gov-
ernment when Right Hon. Arthur
Meighen, leader of the Opposition,
read a press despatch of this
mornings date bearing on the con-
ference.

Premier King angrily replied
that he had not seen the despatch
adding, “I went this House to
know and want the British gov-
crument to know that we are re-
ceiving information as to what Is
happening in regard to Canadian
representation from press des-
patches read by the leader of the
Opposition.

“Mr. King heatedly protested
against the press getting informa-
tion with regard to what was tak-
ing place, “which is mot given to
the government of the country and
to which the government is not in
a position to reply.”

News that the Brazillan Govern-
ment hos put an absolute cengor-
hip on messages dealing with the
rebellion in Sao Paulo is not sur-
prising to persons well informédd
on the Brazilian situation.
