‘ARMED CHAOS
REPORTED IN

INANKING AREA

Plunder, Privation
And Famine Rife
Says American Pro-
fessor Following
Investigation.

SHANGHAI, Dec. 29 —(AP)—

M. S. Bates, professor of history
in Nanking University, reported
chaos” existed
in the Nanking region, which the
Japanese occupied Dec. 13, 1937,
after a six weeks' campaign.
“During the past year the -area
has been thoroughly plundered,
with the process  continuing;
privation is common, with life
maintained on a distressingly low
jevel,” Bates, an American, sald
in a report of findings during a
survey of crop and economic con-
ditions in the former Chinese
the  surrounding
countryside. .

The investigation was made for
the International Relief Commit-
tee. Neutral observers considered
the findings typical of conditions
in other Japanese-occupied reg-
fons in view of general Japanese
economic policies and from
other communities.

Meanwhile, severe Guerrilla
fighting along the Tsientang Riv-
er in Chekiang Province south-
west of Shanghal was sald by
Chinese to have caused 1,000 Jap-
anese casualties. The Japanese
sald 254 Chinese were killed and
62 captured during a two-day
‘dfive against Guerrillas around

Soochow, 50 miles west of Shang--

hai.

Another development today was
the statement of a Japanese naval
spokesman that the United States-
owned Shanghai University would
not be returned to owners,
despite Tokyo's promisés to the
United States, while hostilitles,
conitnued in China.

Prof. Bates estimated that 44
per cent of the Nanking popu-
lation was destitute. Farmers and
peasants, he said, were struggling
valiantly for existence and mak-
ing practically normal plantings.
Harvesting, however, was sald to
be seriously below norma! as a
result of the war and floods.
