The order in council had evidently been put
through hurridly, after the estimates were pre-
pared. Indeed, The Guardian understands that

it was actually passed on April 2, the very day

on which the T.egislature prorogued and on
which  Mr, Michaud made his announcement.
If so, it would indicate that the ILegislature took
the proper course in petitioning first for immedi-
ate consideration of this matter at Ottawa, and
second in providing for a delegation to press the

matter personaliv, )

Judging by Hon. Mr. Michaud’s attitude as
expressed in his statements on April 2, there
would seem to be need for the delegation, not-
withstanding the £3.000.000 order in council
He is quoted in Hansard as follows:

Mr. Graydon: “Does the Minister regard the
present service as adequate.”

Hon. Mr. Michaud: “The present service,
ves, I certainly regard the service of the Prince
Edward Island as adequate for present needs.”

Mr. Graydon: “Is that the view of hon. mem-

bers from I’rince Edward Island?”

Mr. Michaud: “I think it is. I have no doubt
of it, hecause with the exception of two or three
davs the car ferry has been operating, and has
been transporting all the freight and passengers
offered.”

Mr. Hanson: “Is that adequate information,
because I have reports to show that at one time
there were 100 loaded cars awaiting tranship-
ment, and that those cars were held up.”

Mr, Michaud: “I have not had that informa-
tion.”

The Minister's lack of information on the
subject is difficult to account for. As against
his opinion that the service is adequate he had
before him the resolution of the Prince Edward
Island Legislature, read in the House of Com-
mons by Dr. Grant on March 19, containing
among other things the following clauses:

“And whereas the bresent car ferry is being
worked to the utmost limit of its capacity and
has proved inadequate to cope with our freight
situation because the S. S. Prince Edward Island
has only two-thirds of the freight carrylng cap-
acity of the S.S. Charlottetown;

“And whereas the volume of traffic is in-
creasing enormously and in addition much of the
{reight formerly moved by steamer must now be
terried.”

In justice to our own representative in the
King Cabinet, it may be said that Colonel Ral-
ston dissociated himself from Mr. Michaud’s
statement, and said he did not regard the pres-
ent service as adequate; but the fact that the
Minister of Transport so regards it, after all
the representations that have been made, shows
clearly that our provincial government, boards
of trade and other bodies cannot afford to rest
on their oars. While welcoming the assurance
that plans are being prepared and that author-
ization to expend three million dollars this year
has been given bv order in council, we must
find means of keeping the issue before the Gov-
ernment and before Parliament until concrete
results are forthcoming,

Its status as the most law-abiding “big” city
in North America was enhanced when Montreal
was shown to have the lowest record of crimes
committeed in 36 large centres of population
with a total of 30,000,000 residents, From the
low mark of a phenomenal 40 per hundred thou-
sand in murder to the average rate of 6.17 for
the cities covered, Montreal clinbed ouly slight-
ly toward its nearest rival on the graph by ad-
mitting to 241.9 burglaries per hundred thous
and persons to the average rate of 332.5.

Montreal’s 40 per
hundred thousand set the figure at about four
for 1942 which proves to be right. In other
crimes, such as burglaries there were 68,188 in
all the cities covered in the Federal Bureau of
Investigation survey which was used for the
comparison.

the High Seas. His “Open Boafs,”
published in the United States in
1916, was one of the compelling mas=
terpieces of persuasion that had the
effect of swaying American opinion
in favour of a Declaratian of war.
His new book, In its sustained eloqu-
cnce and emotional earnestness, sure
passes anything that he has previ-
ously attemptec in prose. Insofar
as his argument is a plea for the
imipesition of death penalties upon
the Axis leaders after our victory
this time, it Is a prose expansion
of his recent poem (prompted by
the prutal drowning of one hundred
and fifty British children on board
the City of Benores) entitlec, “If
Judgment Comes.”
The main thesis advanced by Mr.
Noves in “The Edge of the Abyss”
is that the current crisis in world
history is essentially spiritual, and
that the real conflict is not so
much a battle of armies as it is “a
battle for the possession of the hu-
man soul.” Western civilization has
collapsed tocay, he contends, be-
cause “the very founcations of all
real belief have been shattered or
sneered out of existence.” “An im-
mense part of the modern world,
or quite inadequate reasons and un-
der the guidance of incompatent
pseudo-intellectuals, has lost its re-
ligion.” Not formal religion, he ex-
plains, but the kinc of faith that
supported statesmen like Lincon or
revolutionists like Massini. “This
(faith) has ceased to exist among the
political leaders of Europe today;
and tke evil conditions, as a direct
consequence, almost defy cescrip=
tion.”

Quoting the late John Buchan in
confirnation, Noyes  affirms . that
“there is only one foundation upon
which sanitv can be restored to mod-
ern thought, and security to mode
ern ivilization  the ’philosophia
perennis’ of Christendom .’
