Pe earlier made to the R. C. M.

The magistrate ruled that Buot
was an adverse witness and ale
lowed the prosecution to exainine
him on the statement given hy
him on Nov. 8 to the Royal Can-
adian Mounted Poice and the War
time Prices and Trade Board in-
vestigator,

Questioned by the prosecution as
to why he had nride the statement
Burt said that he was in a “jam”
and had to say something but that
“actually he did not get the :ou-
pons from Farrah,” the accused,
but got them from “an unknown
person,”

The Court then examined the
statement and read it, as follows:

“I, Frank Burt, fisherman, of
Stanhope,. P, E, I, having Leen
duly warned by Cpl. W. 8. Roome
of the R.C.M.P. state: About 'the
first week In September, 1045, Ale
bert Farrah of Charlottetown sent
word to my sister Clara Burt, at
219 Sydney Street, Charlottetown,
that he wanted to see me. My sis-
ter sent out word- by Syd. Gau-
thier of Stanhope,
law that Farrah wanted to see me.
A few days later I went to Char-
lottetown and met Farrah on the
street and he asked me if I want-
ed some sugar coupons. I told him
I wopld take two hundred. He said
he had six sheets and I might as
well take the lot, I took the six
sheets and gave him fifty “dollars
in cash although he sald the price
was one hundred dollars, We ware
in his car when the deal was made.
He went Into his house to get the
sheets I think, as he had them
when he came out to the car a-
gain. I never did pay him the other
fifty dollars and no arrangements
were made between us when the sum
had to be pald. The same day I
came home and on my way I saw
Charles Willis who operates A
general store at Covehead, in Chor-
lottetown, and I gave him tie six
sheets of coupons, I asked him at
that time for two bags of sugar.
He sald he could if I had the
coupons. I then gave him the six
sheets as I received them from
Farrah, I got the two bags of sugar
from Willis a few days later at
his store and he charged me eight
dollars and fifty cents a bag. A
week or so later Farrah came to
Stanhope looking for me and he
found me at Will Myers, my fath-
er-in-law. He called me out of the
house and he asked me if I had
the coupons and Isaid no, He aske
ed me if I had got my sugar on
them, and I said two bags, He
then told me they were counter-
feit coupons. He also tol§ me to
try and get them back and he
would refund the fifty dollars. I
told him I would see what I could
do, I.got up early the next morn-
ing and went to see Willls.
