HOUSEREOLD HINTS.

If the ink is spilled on the carpet

saturate the spot with vinegar and
put on top of that a.handful of
common salt. With a large spoon
scrape the first supply up and add
fresh. vinegar and salt to the ink
spot. Repeat the process several tim-
es and then rinse with clear cold wa-
ter. The ‘ink spot will have disap-
peared entirely, leaving the carpet in
perfect condition.
. Keep a larger strainer over the
drainage pipe in your sink all the
time, Always pour waste water, dish
water, etc,, into this strainer. This
leaves the sink free from all trash.
Empty the contents of the strainer
into the garbage every morning or
give it to the chickens. This device
is especially convenient after wash-
ing vegetables, as the strainer catch-
es the refuse and keeps the drain
from clogging thus possibly saving
a plumber’s bill.

When lemonade is made with cold
water much of the sugar lies undis-
solved at the bottom of the pitcher
or glass, This can he prevented by
pouring  a little boiling water over
ulie Sugar. Wheu it dissolves add the
