Nazis fail to
Back up claims

BERLIN, April 24 —(CP) — The
German high command claimed: to-
day that at Thermopylae, historic’
_pass some 100 miles north of Athens
“we succeeded in breaking into no-
sitions which were suited in espec-
ially favorable terrain,” thus fail-
ing to back up Nazi claims made
Wednesday that British  forces
there had been “annihilated” and
that the road to the Greek capital
was open.

A command bulletin claimed that
30 British tanks were taken be-
tween Lamia and Larisa, north of
the pass, and D. N, B, the Ger-
man news and propaganda agency,
claimed that at one large British
camp hundreds of tanks and muni-

tion trucks and many three-inch J

guns had been captured, as well as
several thousand British soldiers,

(These claims remained without
confirmation in Cairo, Athens or
London.)

There was no announcement as
to how the high command propos-
ed to capture Atherns without dam-
aging the classic relics of antiquity,
although one newspaper, the Deut-
sche Allgemeine Zeitung, boastad:
“The Acropolls stands in the midst
of war, spared by the German air
force.”

Responsible quarters in Berlin
claimed “the Greek incident” was
liquidated and the impression pre-
valled that nelther the Greek nor
the British troops would offer op-
position on the peninsula of Pelop-
honnesus, below Athens, 1f the
Nazis break through,

The magazine Berlin-Rome-Tok-
yo, which usually reflects policies
of the tripartite partners, contend-
ed that the Yugoslav collapse had
“pushed Roosevelt out of Europe.”

Grim British
Troops Battle At

LONDON, April 24 —(AP) —Bat-
tered but lg‘rl‘m British Imperial
forces fought the German war ma-
chine at close quarters tonight —
apparently around the historic pass
of Thermopylae—to bar the way
to Athens against an onslaught ex-
peCt:d to grow greater at any mo-

ent,

The British public, warned with
progressive Insistence for several
days to expect reverses in Greece,
hoped anxiously that its embattled
troops, pressed between the Ger-
mans and the sea, coyld be saved
to fight again.

Details of the fighting were meag-
re, but an authoritative British
source sald the troops were hold-
}ng their positions at Thermopy-
ae.

WASHINGTON, April 24—(AP)—
A vast new program of defence
plant construction and expansicn
to cost approximately $1,500,000,000
has peen drafted by the Un.ted
States War Department, it was
learned tcday, and is expected to
reach the stage of contract nego-
tiations in two weeks.

Almost doubling the $1,750,000,000
of defence plant construction al-
ready under contract, the new
program is designed to:

1. Increase defence production
capacity to the point where 1t will
supply full cf at equipment for
an army of 2,000,000 men, plus so-
called “critical” or basic items ‘or
a force twice that size. Prev.ous
plans were based on furnishing full
equipment for 1,400,000 men, plus

In fact, it is having such a tough
time that many obzervers here
give it no better than a 50-50
chance of being ratified by Con-
gress and some put the odds on re-
Jjection, .

So far, President Roosevelt has
not sent the agreement to Congress
or taken any step toward ratifica-
tion but there has been plenty cf
action behind the scenes. Those
who believe the agreement will
pass Congress suggest that one o
the biggest factors in the fight will
be the personal influence of the
President and his longheld determ-
ination to develop the power and
navigation facilities otp the st.
Lawrence Rlver.
