To be banned

To guard against a shortaze of tin
and because of an incresse in the
prices of pork, beans and molasses,
the Royal Packing Company In
Charlottetown has decided to dis-
continue its line of canned beans.
it was announced yesterday by Mr.
J. D. Jenkins,

The metal controller does not
think it necessary to can this and
certain other articles of food, it has
been announced by the Wartime
Prices and Trade Board.

In addition to the pork and beans
output, Mr, Jenkins said he was dis=
continuing the canning of carrots
and beets, two articles mentioned in
the order from Ottawa.

Thig means not only the loss of
sales ¢f between 5,000 and 6,000 cas: s
of pork and beans alone, but will
necessitate the reduction of his large
staff, “But”, he said, “this 1s war.

It is thought by some that tin and
tin cans may be requisitioned by the
Government before manufacturers
have a chance of using up their
material.
