NEW PRINCIPAL.— Automatically
Rev. Dr. Daniel James Fraser, L.L.D.,
D. D., register of the Presbyterian Col-
lege of Montreal and senior professor
on the staff of the college, has be-
come acting principal in succession
to the late Rev,, Dr. Scrimgeour. This
is made possi_bl'y by a provision to
the charter of the college which
automatically appoints the senior pro-
fessor in the college to the position
of acting principal until the yearly
n:eeting of the General Assembly of
the Presbyterian Church of Canada.
As this body does not meet again un-
til June, 1916, Dr. Fraser will retain
the acting-principalship until  that
time, unless spegial action is taken by
the Assembly. Rev. Professor Daniel
James Fraser, D. D.,, was born in Al-
berton, P. E. Island, on September 15,
1866, and spent his preparatory school
days at the Prince of Wales College,
Charlottetown, where he took a first
class teaching diploma, Entering Mc-
Gill University, Dr. Fraser spent sev-
eral years there, taking his bachelor
degree and first-class honors in philo-
sophy ‘and being valedictorian in
1890. The same years he was appoint-
ed a lecturer in classics at Knox Col-
lege in Toronto, where he remained
two years and served as the editor-
in chief of the College Journal. Dr.
Fraser was sent to the Pan-Presby-
terian Alliance Convention at Liver-
pool, England, as a delegate from the
Presbyterian Church of Canada. He
acted as moderator of the Montreal
Presbytery for a space of six months
during the year  1911. Prof. Fraser
has gained much prominence by his
contributions to various religions pub-
lications and has also issued in print-
ed form many notéd sermons. In 1897
while pastor of St. Stephen’s Presby-
terian Church, in St. John, he wrote
on the life of Queen Victoria, entitled,
“Victoria, Queen and Mother.”

BRITISH EYE-WITNESS DECLARES
GERMANS
FEEL DEFEAT NEAR.

LONDON, Aug. 12.—Professor Ber-
nard Pares, who has been the British

|official eye-witness with the Russian

armies, and is now back in London,
summed up yesterday for the Daily
Chronicle his impressions of the
eastern campaign.

“The war in Poland has reveale.
Russia at her best,” he said. *“ When
I left: ;hird Army in Galicia at the
end o‘?’%e,rthe Germans were fifty
miles south of Lublin. They took a
month to get there and that’s not bad
work for the Russians. When we re-
treated from Gorlice they took pre-
cious good care not, to press us too
much. On one occasion a Russian
corps of 6,000 men, hampered though
they were by lack of adequate artil-
lery and munitions, . actually = took
7,000 prisoners, more than they them-
selves,

“Both Germans and Austrians are
in a chronic condition of depression.
It is hardly credible, but nevertheless
true, that after their great successes
in Galicia they somehow realised then
as they realise more than ever now, in
spite of any temporary advantage, the
fact that they cannot win unless we
choose to lose.

“1 say deliberately and emphatically
that on the whole of the Russian front,
and I could go where I liked and talk
to whom I liked, I have not seen or
heard of anything brutal or beastly
done by Russian troops. They have
fought most humanely in this war,
almost too humanely, I sometimes
think.

“ Quite apart from the enthusiasm
with which the Slav populations, Poles,
Czechs and Ruthenians, greeted their
appearance on Austrian soil, the re-
markable fact must be recorded that
a very large number of Austrian
civilians quite voluntarily accom-
panied Russians when the latter were
forced to retire. Not only do they
treat the wounded German or Austrian
prisoners as well as their own people,
they often actually treat better. I had
many personal illustrations of this
and of the manner in which the sulki-
ness of the German captive was soon
worn down by the sheer kindness of
his Russian attendants. Their Slav
prisoners are treated with the greatest
tolerance and often may he seen walk-
ing with perfect freedom in the streets.

“On the German side I was told no
such amenities redeemed the ruin of
war. Their troops were brutal, arro-
gant and often drunk. German prison-
ers, unlike Austrians, are sometimes
found so hopelessly intoxicated that
they are not sober for twenty-four
hours after their capture. On the
other hand, I can say with certainty
that there is not one case of drunken-
ness in the whole Russian army. The
drink that Germans often deliberately
leave when they evacuate a town is
promptly thrown into the gutters.”
