Y CAMPAIGN
LAUNCHED

The Y. M. C. A, annual cam-
paign was officlally opened last
nignt at a largely attended meet-
ing of workers gathered for tinal
insuwructions. This year four.een
teams will participate in the drive
to reach the objective of $5,600.00.
Two special teams organized for the
Jdrst time are a ladies team head-
ed by Mrs. H. H. Horne and a (.
N.'R. team led by Mr, E. W. Mac-
Kinnon.

The banquet last night was op-
ened with a prayer by Rev. H. L.
Denton. Mr, E. L, Miles, Chairman,
thanked all those present for their
attendance and gave a special we.-
come to the members of the laaies
team. He pointed qut that the ob-
Jective set for 1938 was very close to
the actual amount realized in 1937
8o that it was most important that
each team attain its quota. He
demonstrated the necessity for the
campaign by pointing out that the
cost 0f services to par.cipants was
$11.46 while the ney income was
only $3.83. The ditference had to
be made up by donations from tne
general public. He urged the can-
vassers to suggest to contributors
that it they wish their contribu-
tion applied to a membership they
should give $6.40 instead of the
regular membership rate of $3.00.
. The secretary Mr. Norville E.
Luck instructed the workers with

campaign. He asked that an ef-
fort be made to have an increase
of $1.06 per card.

The guest speaker was Mr. W.
McL. Robertson, Vice President of
the Hali.ax Y. M. C. A. and ex-
member of the Nova Scotia Legis-
lative Assembly. This was the first
opportunity he had of visiting this
delightful province, and he was
impressed with the charm of the
country and the progressiveness of
the business centers. He brought
the best wishes of the Halifax Y.
M. C. A. for a most successful
campaign. The Charlottetown or-
ganization was one of the oldest in
Canada, said thé speaker, and it
has ‘a tradition of wonderful ser-
vice which has been maintained
under the capable leadership of the
President Dr, J. A. Clark.

The recent campaign in Halifax
had met with even grealer success
than had been anticipated. Last
year they had raised $12,000 while
in the campaign just completed
they had realized $15,300. This was
in spite of the fact that they faced
the same difficulties as all other
similar organizations of reduced
subscriptions after the set back of
1929. The secret of their progress
had been in increasing the number
of subscribers from 560 in 1920 to
1000 last month. By placing the
financial burden over a greater
number of people they were not
only able to maintain the effect-
iveness of their institution but were
abe to make it of interest to a
much greater number of people by
having their canvassers tell their
story and enlist the active as well
as financial support .of these
people. Mr, Robertson sald he
would have a great story when he
got back as he had learned since
coming here that the Charlotte-
town Y. M. C. A. has over 700 sup-
porters in a city of 12,000 while in
Halifax with 60,000 had but 1000.
His fellow workers would be inspir-
ed by the work of Charlottetown

The Y has always had a great
appeal for the public and it is
known that its work cannot be
carried on with membership fees
alone. A campaign such as this
gave further opportunity to bring
to the attention of the citizens ad-
ditional information on the activi-
ties carried on during the year and
to impress upon them the need of
thelr support.

Inquiries concerning Prince Ed-
ward Island public libraries came
from as far away as Russia, South
Africa, New Zealand and South
American Republics, Mr. k
Chandler, M. A., supervisor of |
Prince Edward 1sland libraries in-

| formed the meeting in the course

of a short address. There were
only two such library systems in
Canada, one in the Fraser River
Valley in British Columbia and
the other in this Province, teach-
ers were reminded.

At present there were 45,000
books in constant circulation in
this Province through 23 rural
branches.

During the past year better ser-
vice had beeh given rural schools.
Books had been placed in a little
more than half the public schools.
Circulation for the first three
months of this year had taken a
big jump being double what it
had been for a corresponding per-
fod the previous year.

The speaker stressed the need
for children to read a great deal
in order to acquire facility in
reading, regardless of whether the
conte: was especially valuable.
Prince Edward Island had a par-
ticularly materialistic outlook, the
speaker belleved, but books would
give a child an o portunity to
grasp the really worthwhi'e things
of life. Good reading stimulated
the imagination, one of the things
apparently lacking to a great ex-
tent in Canadians possibly because
this was a pioneer country and
only now were books hecoming
readily available in many places.

In closing h address ~ Mr.
Chandler stressed the need for
reading for teachers.

Miss Hilda Gillis

Speaking on visual education
Mlsgel-mdi Gillis, B. A, !lbrarian,
told teachers this Province was
behind the rest of the world in in-
troducing visual alds rovided by
motion pictures, and flim slides.

these objectives in recent years, 1
need not tell you, Certainly we have
gone no great distance, Every ex-
ecutive has done its utmost to fur-
ther our interests along these lines
with little appreciable success. May
I advance some opinions as to why
this is so? In the first place, the
task of moving our government an
people to a consideration of the
just demands of teachers is well-
nigh overwhelming. Again, we
ourselves, Inured to self-sacrifice,
reduced through the years to com-
paritive poverty, have become some-
what apathetic. Occasionally one
among us will realize the situation
as acute, will flame up at the in-
justice of it, become smothered
with indifference, and finally con-
sumed his own ardor. Stili oth-
ers, persuaded that to secure de-
cent salaries_is an utter impossibil-
ity in this Province, are attracted
to other questions—curriculum, con-
solidation, text-books, methods, and
s0 on—and labour to ef-ect needful
changes in these matters. The for-
ces with whom we contend are glad
to see us dissipate our energies on
these less embarrassing subjects.
Frequently it is they who suggest
these side-tracking topies to divert
us from the one lssue upon which
all the other ills of our education-
al system depend namely, adequate
salarfes for our teachers.

An Insidious Device

“There is another and more in-
sidious device employed. to keegl us
divided in this matter, We hea
suggestions from high places that
higher standards must precede
higher sa'aries, and university and
summer schools are advocated to
improve our status. This kind of
talk is intended to effectively
muzzle ninety per cent of our tea-
chers and at the same time to
arouse the ego of the very few
among us_ who have had such
training. I do not altogether dis-
agree with the inference that in
general such academic improve-
ment might tend to raise the stand-
ards of teaching among our per-
sonnel. I do not altogether disagree
with roadmasters, district secretar-
fes, and even for candidates to the
Legislature. But I do take excep-
tion to the obvious ‘ack of sin-
cerity on the pari of those making
these suggestions. They do not in-
dicate how it is possible for teach-
