Spring has come and the group of
approximately 58 men who have
survived a bitter winter look forward
to better times.

The “colonists” dwell in ~aves
along the banks of the Saskatch-
ewan river. Their “homes” are built
of driftwood and discarded material.
In most cases the cold earth serves
as a floor. Many have lived in the
caves for three years, leaving only
for fleeting periods when an occa-
sional job turns up. Always they re-
turn “home” when employment
ends.

The men are not on relief. They
do not consider tHemselves objects
of charity. Their life i5 hard but,
they say they are “better off than
home.” There is always summer to
look forward to. Candles are used
sparingly. Water is carried from &
single tap which serves the camp.

urrounded by evidences of mod-
wnity and the inventions of the
white man, a-group of old men
we waging a fight against the
wer-encroaching white man's ef-
iclency—a fight that seems hope-
‘ess. :

Spring once more has come, an
he inhabitants of the village, un-
jeterred by desertion of their
soung men to white men’s ways,
we taking up once more the
struggle to preserve the crafts of
heir forefathers, Basket-weaving,
otem-carving and canoe building
we going on apace.

The village, seemingly about to
be smothered by the screaming,
smoking sawmills, is awakening to
new life and vigar under the rays
of a warm sun, Fishing nets are
trying, In the homes the squaws
are weaving cunning designs in
grass baskets. /

The young men glance disdain-
fully at these evidences of the
Redman’s craft, their rightful her-
itage. They work in the mills, in
the canneries and on the white
man’s fishing boats, and try to
forget the ways of their forefath-
ers. They have no use for them.

It is not 50 in the village. Silent
elders of the tribe are repairing
the canoes. And a new racing|
canoe, 8 mere shell, destined for
the races at Victoria, is fast tak-
ing shape. Called the Lion’s Gate
and made from a single plece of
cedar taken from Stanley Park, it
will be the fastest craft in the
village.

To those who say the art of|
totem-carving  has  disappeared,
the cunning, wrinkled hands of
Tommy Moses gives the lie. Tom-
my is acknowledged the best of
the totem-makers and under his
direction the men of the tribe are
carving new and wondrous . poles,
equal to anything prodiced in past
decades.

The whistles of the sawmills cut
into all this activity but, seem-
ingly undisturbed, the old men
work on. Humble gardens and
dilapidated cottages remain as
they have for years, but ever near-
ing are the sawmills, the refineries,
the storage tanks.

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Canada At War
20 Years Ago

(vea-endl a0F ‘tue Lauadia.n Press

Twenty years ago Monday (April
22) began the Second Battle of
Ypres. To Canadians this parti-
cular action  is of supreme import-
ance for a number of reasons. It
was the baptism of fire of the
original 1st Canadian Division in
the War, and that baptism of fire
was undergone in a manner totally
new in warfare and against an
enemy which years before clvilized
pations had agreed to exclude. The
use of poison gas had been out-
lawed by  international convention,
its projection into the War was an
unexpected violation of that argee-

ment.

In the third week of April, 1915,
the Canadian Division, arriving in
the Ypres Sector from the neighbor-
hood of Armentderes, had relieved

“French troops in the forward area.

The 2nd Canadian  Infantry
Brigade (General A, W. Currie) and
the 3rd Canadian Infantry
Brigade (General R. E. W, Turner,
V. C.) divided the front line, each
with two battalions forward, one in
support and their fourth in reserve.
The line extended for 2 1-2 miles,
from Gravenstafel on the right to
the Ypres-Poelcappelle Road on
the left.
