U. S. Steel Prices Produce

ITo Advance Soon

MONTREAL, July 13—
Produce prices quoted here Sature
day reported by the Dominion De-
partment of Agriculture as follows:

CLEVELAND, July 13— (AP)—
Increased wages for coal miners
and earlier increases fOr steel
workers will boost steel prices an
average of $5 a ton within the
next few weeks, the magazine Steel
predicted today.

“Announcement of the new steel
price schedules is expected early
‘in  August,” said the publication.
““Metalworking officlals are al-
ready studying the effects of the
cost increases on the prices of
their finished products. For many,
advances in selling prices will be
necessary.”

The coal wage settlement, said
Steel, clears the way “for a long
veriod of high and uninterrupted
steel production, giving promise of
a new record peace-time year, and
presaging fairly early balancing of
supply and demand for steel pro-
aucts.

Steelmaking probably will re-
sume “the pre-coal-crisis rate by
the end of this week,” said the
magazine, Its index of the national
ingot rate rose last week to 86 per
cent of rated capacity, up 13 points
from the preceding week.
