The 8. 8. Arnfrid arrived in port
Saturday afternoon from Liverpool
with a cargo of 16,000 bags of salt
and a general cargo of merchandise
for Carvell Bros. The Arnfrid is a
splendid freight steamer, is 245 feet
in length, 36 feet in breadth and has
a carrying. papacity of 2,000 tons
(Board of Trade). She has a speed
ol nine knots and is electrically
lighted and well fitted throughout.
Something unusual 4in a freight
steamer becomes apparent to even
the veriest land-lubber on the occa-
sion of a walk around on the deck
of this ocean-going freighter and that
is  the modern—yes, luxurious—fit-
tings of her apartments for the offi-
cers. These are located on the upper
deck and the - bridge deck, and in-
clude the captain’s quarters, dining,
gitting, state and chart rooms, etc.
Captain Peter Gundersen, when seen
by the Guardian remcesentative yes-
terday, expressed a pardonable pride
in his vessel and his courtesy and
genial demeanor was marked. Like
the remainder of the crew, the. cap-
tain is a Norwegian and he possesses
a good command of the English lan-
guage. He related a mnarrative in
connection with his vessel which re-
calls the Russo-Japanese war of
gome years ago. At the time of the
outbreak he was coasting along the
Chinese and Russian’ Pacific Coast
and was passing Japan en route to
Vladivostock, the ‘principal Russian
Pacific seaport, a city of 40,000 in-
habitants. His vessel was sighted by
Japanese warships  and was escorted
to Sasebo, and there the vessel, cap-
tain, crew and their valuable cargo
were held for six weeks as prisoners
and prizes of war. On the Mikado's
birthday they were released and pro-
ceeded to their /destination, which
they reached in due time, but not
without one or two more occurrences
of more than usual interest. On their
arrival in Vladjvostock that town
was in flames, a Cossack regimental
revolution having succeeded in their
efforts towards |the destruction of
the cityf The city itself was not en-
tirely destroyed, but it will be re-
membered thousands of dollars of
damage resulted before the uprising
was quelled. Since then the Arnfrid
has been coasting in different parts
of the world, and lately going out-
ward from Liverpool. Speaking of
this Province, Captain Gundersen
gaid he had never visited any coun-
try which had so many points of sim-
ilarity with his own native land as
P. B. Island. \The general appear-
ance of the land, its mode of culti-
vation and its products were very
similar, and even the climate and the
seasons of the two lands were al-
most alikiz. He said he felt to a
certain extent ‘‘at home'' when here,
owing to these resemblances to his
own country. He was most favor-
ably impressed with the peorde here
and spoke highly ¢of the firm for
whom he was discharging his ves-
sel’'s cargo. Of the tripe from Liver-
pool the captain said they were four-
teen days out and encountered head
winds almost all ‘'the time. They
leave here tomorrow and will go to
Chatham, where they will load tim-
ber and proceed to Liverpool.
