Method: Peel the potatoes and
cut them in quarters.

You can well use potatoes that
have been -cooked the day before
for this recipe, for they should
really be cool. If you are using
them freshly cooked, drain well
and cool first.

Melt the butter, then add the
potatoes and sprinkle with the
salt, sugar and water.
