AS STRANGE AS FICTION.

From boyhood’s early days the elder
Dumas bas been one of the great joys of
our life. From the moment in which we
were introduced to D’Artagnan and his
yellow horse we have never swerved in
our allegiance to their immortal creator.
No treasure of Morte Carlo was ever more
splendid than the barbaric wealth of
Dumas’ fancy. He introduces us into a
fairy palace in which real figures _in
history serve as a gorgeous background
for real figures of rcmance ‘all ourown
and his. Shall we confess it, to our mind
Richelieu isa mere dramatic accessory,
a misty figure, an unreal creature, and in
opne of the greatest periods French his'ory
a mere setiing for the muske¢teersand
the'r exploi's. What ofit, though we
know their doings were spread overa
period cf time which would make them
eogage in athletic adventures at the ripe
youth of between seventy and eighty. It
isonly a tribute to their immortality.
Such men can defy chronology. Dumas
exploited a rich mine of mysterioas epi-
sode in the history of France, and with
a great wizard's power, he has made its
all time. He has
accomplished the extraordivary feat of
reversing history and has forced upon
the world his tissues of romance asa
prepossession more important than the
facts. We find, however, that w= have
given too much credit to the inventive
genius of Dumas, and too little
to the extraordinary characteristics
of the extraordinary country in
which he lived' and moved and
had his being. Why is Dumas
not alive now todo adequate justice to
the Dreyfus case and its successor, the
Humbert case? Maitre Labori bas done
but Maitre Labori :is not
Dumas. He is'a counsel, learned in the
law supposed to be dealing with prosaic-
facts.
