The first fatality by drowning to
occur in this Province during the
present fishing -season happened
last Wednesday, when James Mur-
phy, a young man of about twenty-
elght  years, and a son of Mr.
Daniel Murphy of Elmira, lost his
life while cod-fishing off North
Lake.

Although the day was consider-
ed too stormy for fishing by most
of the lobster fishermen in the
vicinity, Mr. Murphy, who was not
able to swim, went out in his boat
alone.  Just how the tragedy took
place is unknown, as none of the
people along the shore saw the un-
fortunate man  disappear, but
shortly after his departure his
fishing hoat was noticed empty
and adrift in five fathoms water.
Other bhoats put out at once from
shore, but were too late to discov-
er any signs of the missing man.
His boat was picked up, uncapsiz-
ed, about a mile and a half from
land.

Until the weather moderated but
little could be done towards re-
covering the body, but immediate-
ly the chance offered many boats
were at work in an effort to regain
it Up to the time of writing,
however this has not been accom-
plished. . The unfortunate victim
of the tragedy was an able bodied
and highly respected young man,
and his sudden and lamentable
death is  generally  regretted
throughout the whole countryside.

“That life is bhecoming a cheap
and tawdry thing” was the most
striking of a series of striking
statements made by Rev. Neil
Herman last evening in the course
of his sermon in Central Christian
Church on the subject, “Was
Edgar McCarron Murdered.”

At the outset of his sermon Mr.
Herman said that all men B
sinners and murderers since all
men had hatred in tgeir hearts,
and it was hatred that caused all
murder. He paid a sincere tri-
bute to the character of the late
[Edgar McCarron as a citizen, and
he expressed and asked sympathy
for the deceased man’s relatives.

Mr. Herman deplored the fact
that no apparent steps had been
taken to fully probe the causes and
facts surrounding the man’'s
death, although he gave credit to
the legal authorities for making a
preliminary investigation. He
thought however, that the best of
medical and detective skill avail-
able in Canada should be secured
to make the probe complete. Sec-
recy in detective work, he claimed,
the best modern authorities had
declared to be out of date.

Beside the jury that sat on the
inquest, said Mr. Herman, there
was another jury on this case, the
general public. He declared that
every citizen was morally respon-
sible for the settling of the matter,
and for the bringing of any offend-
ers against the law into the courts
of justice.

At the conclusion of his address
which was rendered with great
spirit and eloquence, Mr. Herman
said that he had waited for some
of his colleagues to . discuss the
case, and finally had decided to do
it himself, He had not done so for
effect, but simply because he felt
that by so doing he was rendering
a service to the city and the citi-
