Anclent Greece, thought of
answer .to the question “What Ls'
the world made 0%?" Senator Mar-|
coni sald, “and only now in our day
it seems that the great problem is
about to be solved.”
Reviewing recent discoveries of
physicists who' have been investig-
ating the composition of the atom
and paying tribute to Dr. Millik-
an's researches in charge of elec-
trons, Marconi said that all these
discoveries pointed to one idea—
the unity of matter.
“This was at the bottom of the
idea of the alchemists, which was
derided by almost all great chem-
ists and scientists in the last cen-
tury,” he said. “It is true that we
can not do what the alchemists
dreamed of, that is, change lead
or mercury into gold.
“When that or something simil-
ar becomes possible we shall per-
haps have another crisis of the gold
standard and exchange.
