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Defense Plans All-Important

A welcome visitor to his native Province at
all times is Major General Weeks, Adjutant
General of Canada’s Army, who on this occas-
ion has drawn attention to one of our most
pressing requirements. This is the need of
building up Canada’s reserve forces as a first
line of defense. It is part of a continent-wide
programme about which, doubtless, much more
will be heard in the next few weeks and
months. Quite recently the defense plans of
Canada and the United States have been re-
viewed and brecught more clearly into a com-
mon agreed pattern. Mr. Forrestal, U. S. de-
fente secretary, has visited Ottawa and in re-
turn Mr. Claxton, Canada’s Defense Minister,
has spoken ot Ogdensburg, home of the his-
toric cgreement which set up a joint defense
soard for this continent.

These common defense plans were begun
before the last war, and were given intarnation-
al prominence by President Roosevelt in his
emphatic pledge that the U. S. would not stand
idly by if Canada were attacked. <This was
followed by Prime Minister King’s pledge for
Canada that “enemy forces, should not be able
to pursue their way either by land, sea or air
vo the U. S. acress Canadian territory.” Thess
jeneral principles were translated into actual
oolicies in the Ogdensburg agreement, which
ks still in force, being rounded out by new mili-
tary understandings.

Two new features of the plans are report-
rdly being developed. One provision is for quick
mobilization of industrial strength and agree-
ment on common standards for military weapons.
This project will be aided by the Canadian
Ordnance Associotion and the new Industrial
Defense Board, which serve to keep leaders of
Canadian industry in touch with the military
needs and plans of the Government in clearly
defined ways.

There is also the need of fitting our de-
fense plans into the broader concept of West-
ern Union, to which the Dominion Government
is  pledged. Neither Canada nor the United
States has yet given a definite military gudr-
antee tg the nations of western Europe to join
them in opposing a war of aggression, but talks
leading to the conclusion of such a treaty have
alréady taken place in Washington, London and
Paris. Although no official statement has been
made, it is being reported from Ottawa that
Mr. Claxton and Mr. Forrestal found time to
consider this question, at least.in broad outline,
and to make the combined strength of Canada
and the U. S. a still greater asset in the strug-
gle for collective security.

It need scarcely e pointed out that the
whole success of these plans, so far as Canada
is concerned, rests upon the building of pro-
perly trained and adequate defense forces. Pub-
lic support should be given unstintedly to this
campaign. It’is the best insurance policy we can
take out against a recurrence of war and blood-
shed. If anything is sure in this uncertain world
it is that the next war, should it come, will not
ollow for slow improvisation. The blow will fall
nuickly, and with stunning effect. Being pre-
pared is a matter of such plain common sense
that it should appeal to the most peace-loving
citizen as an obvious and urgent necessity,

The Churches And
Capitalism

(Winnipeg Free Press)

The draft report of the Worla
Council of Churches placed cvhc
Protestant branches of the Chris-
tian faith in open and unequivoc-
al opposition to ‘atheistic Marx-:
\an Communism” and what it rep-
resents in the world. The counct.
meeting in Amsterdam made s
stand not on the question of
political and economic forms —it
had some hard words for mna-
teenth century capitalism also—
but on the aititudes which are re-
presented in one and the other.
The text of the report shcws
how far the Protestant churchcs
assembled in joint convention wenu
beyond the question of the formaul
organization of society and a‘-
tacked the materialistic premjses
of Russian Communism, with :ts
emphasis not on the individual
man but on the mass state; v
on the right of the human being
to a say in his own destiny bu'
on the belief that “particular cla::
by virtue of its role as the bearer
of a new order is free from th¢
sins and ambiguities that Christ-
fans belleve to be characterislic
of all human existence.”

The council's report, one of tne
most forthright statements of une
Christian position for many years.
demanded that man “must never
pe made a mere means for politic-
al and economic ends.”

“Man is not made for the sta‘:
but the state for man; man 1§ "7
made for production but produc-
tion for man. For society to 2"
responsible under modern condi-
tions it is required that the pco-
ple have freedom to control, *o
criticize and to change their gov#
ernments, that power be made :*
sponsible by law and tradition
and be distributed as widely ar
possible throughout the commu.-
ity. It 1s required that econéa™\
justice and provision of equaii'yv
of opportunity be established for
all members of society.”

Points of Conflict

The report lald down the 1ain
points of conflict between “he
Christian faith and Communism.

(1) The Communist promise o1
what amounts to a oomplete re-
demption of man in history.

(2) The belief that a particuiar
olass by virtue of its role as, iae
bearer of a new order Is free from
the sins and ambiguities that
Christians believe to be character-
fstic of all human existence.

(3) The materialistic and deter
ministic teachings, however they
may be qualified, that are incom-
patible with the Christian beilef
fo man as a person, made in God's
image and responsible to Him.

(4) The actual methods of Corn-
munists in dealing with their op-
ponents, in the demand of ‘“ue
party on its members for an -
clusive and unqualified loya.'y.
which bhelongs only to God, nd
the policies of Communist dicia-
tcrship in controlling every as-
pect of life. '

The report said thgt the church
should resist the extension of any
system which not only includes re-
pressive elements but also falis to
provide the means whereby those
who are victims of such repres-
slon are able to criticize or oor-
rect them.

Resistance to Communism did
not mean, however, that the
churches automatically gave thelr
blessing to capitalism. The report
emphasized that there are also
conflicts between Christianity and
the latter. It pointed to the ex-
ploitation of the workers which
was ‘“characteristic of early -api-
talism” though it admitted tasse
had been corrected in consideirabie
measure.

Serfous Inequalities

/ It declared capitalism to be
guilty of subordinating the meet.
ing of human needs to the eccn.
omic advantages of those who
possessed the most power over its
institutions; it charged that !
produced serious inequalities ani
that it kept the people of capitai-
ist countries subjeot to a kind of
fate which “has taken the formn
ot such social catastrophies as
mass unempioyment.” .
There are few countries today
in the western camp whose capi:
talism answers (o the descripuion
in the council’s report. The wesl-
ern democracies, whose political
organization is the most advanced
of any, provide in their recognized
principles of government the vesy

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LOBSTER FISHING
SUGGESTION

Sir,—Recently there wasan article

in your paper giving an account
of the damage cone within che
past few weeks by Domin.on
Fishery officials to lobster gecar
{ilegally set out along the western
end of the North Shore.

I take no objection to your art-
icle since it was a factual report
giving its authority for its de-
tails, However, since your paper
has such a big circulation in ukis
Province and since it has as yer
published only one side of the
story, I am sure you will have no
objection to publishing this lettes.

I understand the lobster busi-
ness, Sir, as it is followed on the
North Shore. I did not get my
kaowledge by being an industr:al-.
ist in British Columbia nor oy
conductéing a ‘law office in Sum-
merside. I got it by making ine
fishing of lobsters my main source
of livelihood for the past fifvy
years,

As long as I can remembcor
there has been “poaching” of JoL-
siers in this vicinity and I nou-
estly believe that until we nave
practical fishermen in the Depari-
nent of Fisheries who will see o
it that more sensible fishery lex-
1lution is put on the statute bouks,
we shall continue to have “poach-
ing” along this coast.

The fishermen of Alberton aad
vicinity are not “poachers” by
choice but by necessity. The fact
that they are good fishermen is
clearly shown by- the boats ani
equipment they use which can:oi
be equalled in any other fishing
port in this Proyince. ,But t“ey
cannot make enough money from
May Ist to July 1st fishing iob-
sters to keep them and their [a-
niilies for the other ten months of
the year.

But, you may ask, are there no
cod or mackerel to be caught in
July and August? Yes, there are
seasons when a fisherman caa do
very well catching summer mack-
erel during the latter part of Juiy
and the first weeks of August. He
can get some cod and hake woJ.
And in September there are--
when the dogfish are not toc
plentiful—fall herring to be net-
ted.

However, the only time when
bilg money can be made fich-
ing cod and mackerel are the very
months when we have the legal
lIcbster season on this shore. And
no fishermen can attend w »
lobster gear and a cod or mackere?
gear at the same time.

What the lobster fishermen of
Alberton want is the same lcga’
secason as they have on the Soth
Shore, which now opens on Aug.
10 apd closes Oct. 15. There is not
one sound, practicable argumen*
why we should not have it and
there are many why we should.

In the first place, May is o
poor month for lobster fish.ag.
Invariably, the weather is rough
and cold so that the lobsters re.
main in deep water. Few fisher-
men meet their expenses dumnng
that month so that only the
month of June is left to .them in
which to make a profit.

But the month of May is the
month when our waters are teumn-
ing with codfish which come in
closs to the land so that a man
with a trawl of 1000 hooks can
often bring in a ton of cod per
day. I have seen much lasger
catches from that many hooks.
Apnd remember those fish sell out

of the pickle for 10 cents a pouad,

The month of June is the moath
when the mackerel strike ir
&chools of thousands—I should say
millions. Four thousand to fiie
thousand mackerel to a boat wilh
20 nets is only average netting
when the schools are here,

Now, Sir, it the Alberton fisher-
men could devote the months oi
May, June, and July to their cod
and mackerel fishing and have
August and September for lobsier
fishing (when the cod and mack-
erel are no longer plentiful) c¢he
fishermen would be .much mots
prosperous than they are. ‘Poach-

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FIRST ENACTMENTS

The first business of the Leg-
islature, when it met here for the
first time in 1773, was, as might
be expected, a confirmation of the
proceedings of the Governor and
Council, antecedent to calling a
House together, This was followed
by an Act to make valid in law
processes and proceedings in the
Law Courts, and this confirmation
reached as far back as the 1st of
May., 1769. The times and placeo
of helding the Supreme Court of
Judicature were established, and
an authority issued for the record
and publication of all the Laws.

This done, a réemedy appears to
have been sought against the
fraudulent habit of raising money
on uncertain bills of exchange; and
it is singular to notice the dif-
ferent damages “ascertained”;
foreign bills ot exchange were sub-
ject to ten per cent, damages on
protest, but bills drawn on other
colonies, to only five per cent
damages; that is to say, where tha
greater facility of collection ex-
isted, the more damages were laid
on.

A lot of minor troubles appeat
to have agitated the collective wis-
dom of the Island at this time, and
we can fancy hoats aground in rivers
and creeks, in consequence of the
discharge of ballast, and consider-
able irritation caused thereby; but
not only fram this cause, but from
brush and rubbish upon the lands,
small bushes, rotten windfalls, and
decayed leaves, all of which were
at this time subjects of legislation.
