Up to 1906 the militia
consisted of “all ‘male inhabitants
‘'of Canada of the age of 18 years
and upwards, ' and under sixty,
“whereas after that date it is pro-
vided that “The .male inhabitants
between 18 and 60 shall be LIABLE
to serve in’ thie ‘militia” "As the
jpowers in the Act apply only to the
Militia, or to. make drafts from
such, this change vastky alters its
character.
